Descripcidn del proyecto
3. El Banco Mundial ha presentado, en su programa de trabajo para 2013, una solicitud de fondos a

efectos de financiar la verificacién de la produccion de CFC para usos esenciales, por un monto de
40.000 $EUA, mas 2.800 $EUA por concepto de gastos de apoyo al organismo. Esta propuesta se somete
de conformidad con las Decisiones 60/47, b), c), d); 66/54, b) y 68/47, b). En esas Decisiones, el Comité
Ejecutivo habia pedido al Banco Mundial que comprobara la existencia de sistemas de verificacion de la
produccién de CFC de uso farmacéutico para la exportacién con objeto de asegurarse de que se reunian
las condiciones para beneficiarse en 2012 de las exenciones aplicables a los usos esenciales, como los
inhaladores de dosis medidas, y autorizada por las Partes en su Decision XXI111/2.

Observaciones de la Secretaria

4. La Secretaria observd que en su Decision 68/47, b), el Comité Ejecutivo habia pedido
concretamente al Banco Mundial que, cuando sometiera una solicitud de financiacion, presentara
asimismo los justificativos de los costos de los componentes necesarios para la verificacion/auditoria de
2012 prevista en la Decision 66/54. También pidi6 al Banco Mundial que, en cumplimiento de esa
Decision, facilitara los justificativos de la solicitud de 40.000 $SEUA. En su respuesta, el Banco Mundial
presentd el desglose de las actividades y los montos correspondientes necesarios para la verificacion que
se expone a continuacion.

monto indicado en el Cuadro 1 del presente documento.
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WORK PROGRAM FOR
WORLD BANK-IMPLEMENTED MONTREAL PROTOCOL OPERATIONS

1. This proposed work program for Bank-Implemented Montreal Protocol Operations is
prepared on the basis of the 2013-2015 World Bank Business Plan, also being submitted for the
consideration of the Executive Committee at its 69th meeting.

2. The proposed 2013-2015 World Bank Business Plan consists of investment and non-
investment activities to assist Article 5 country clients in meeting remaining ODS phase-out and
the following HCFC reduction obligations in a sustainable manner: the 2013 freeze in
consumption; the 10% consumption reduction by 2015; and the 35% consumption reduction by
2020.

3. The 2013-2015 Business Plan includes a number of stage Il HCFC phase-out sector plans and
gradual production phase-out plans that will be put forward for the consideration of the
Executive Committee (ExCom). It also includes ongoing work associated with the
implementation of annual work programs of sector and national plans, previously approved, to
phase out HCFCs, CFCs and methyl bromide (MB), as well as renewal of institutional
strengthening (IS) and verification of CFC products for essential use projects.

2013 BUSINESS PLAN

4. The value of deliverables contained in the proposed 2013 World Bank Business Plan,
including investment and non-investment activities, as well as agency support and core costs,
totals US $109,670 million. Funds will be used to support both new and previously approved
activities.

5. The proposed 2013 Business Plan includes deliverables of 8 investment activities in 6
countries (China, India, Indonesia, Jordan, Thailand and Vietnam), totaling US $107,890 million,
in support of national and sectoral ODS phase-out work. The deliverables are associated with
submission of annual work programs for 7 previously approved multi-year projects including,
HCFC phase-out management in China, Indonesia, Jordan, Thailand and Vietnam, MB phase-out
in Vietnam, and CFC production sector phase-out in India, as well as 1 sector-specific
investment activity associated with a new HCFC production sector phase-out submission in
China.

6. The proposed 2013 Business Plan also includes a request of US $0,043 million in technical
assistance funding to support the verification of CFC products for an essential use project in
China, as decided by the Executive Committee, as well as US $1,737 million in agency core unit
costs. The 2013 Business Plan does not include any requests for extension of support for
implementation of existing institutional strengthening projects supported by the World Bank in
Jordan and Thailand.

As per the ExCom's Decision 68/47, the World Bank has included a funding request to carry out
a verification of the 2012 CFC production in China for essential uses approved by the Parties in
2012. The verification will be conducted in line with Decision 66/54. The estimated cost of
verification of CFC production in China in 2012 is $40,000, as per the cost breakdown outlined
below, with the understanding that the verification will be carried out only at the CFC production
facility.
