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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1. The total budget for the 2007-2009 business plans and standard activities is
US $523.3 million of which US $185 million is for 2007. The total amount of ODS phase-out
addressed in the 2007-2009 business plans is 58,279 ODP tonnes.

2. The business plans submitted by the implementing agencies (including special CAP
initiatives) should address the phase-out needs identified in the three-year phase-out plan to
enable compliance by 2010 (except for countries which have reported zero consumption).

3. The implementing agencies included 75 new multi-year performance-based agreements
(MYAs) with first tranches in their 2007 business plans, with an estimated total value of
US $72.69 million. Of this total, US $35 million would be front-loaded in requests from 2007.

Issues

4. The amount included in the business plans for 2007 (US $185 million) falls within the
funding allocation for 2007 (US $187.5 million, including US $21.9 million carried over from
the balance of resources not used in 2006). However, the value of the 2007 and 2008 business
plans, taken together, exceeds, the level of funds remaining for the 2006-2008 triennium by
US $10.8 million.

5. Of the US $325.2 million (excluding Secretariat and Treasurer costs) allocated for 2007
and 2008, US $71.8 million is directed towards activities not required for compliance according
to the updated compliance-oriented three-year phase-out plan. This is an increase from the
estimated US $40 million directed towards such activities that was addressed at the 50th
Meeting.

6. The 2007-2009 business plans include US $81.3 million for HCFC activities. Of this,
US $1.4 million is for surveys in 2007, US $9.8 million is for investment activities in 2008,
US $5.7 million is for strategies, surveys and project preparations in 2008 and the balance of
US $64.4 million is for activities in 2009. The total level of HCFCs addressed in the business
plans is 3,474 ODP tonnes, which is 17 per cent of current levels of HCFC consumption (20,467
ODP tonnes). HCFC production closure projects were not included.

7. The 2007-2009 business plans include US $40.4 million for ODS destruction activities,
of which US $5.1 million is for 2008 and US $35.3 million is for 2009.

8. In 2007 and 2008, US $20.7 million is allocated for MDI activities not required for
compliance (investment projects, technical assistance and MDI strategy development) in
31 countries representing 462 ODP tonnes.

9. In 2007 and 2008, US $17.3 million is for accelerated methyl bromide (MB) phase-out
and non-investment projects, with a total of US $22.79 million from 2007 to after 2009. The
amount of phase-out for accelerated MB phase-out projects is 1,545 ODP tonnes, which is 40 per
cent of the remaining MB consumption to be addressed by the Committee.

10.  Other activities not required for compliance (according to approved priority categories set
out in decision 50/6) include: US $5.5 million in 2007 and US $3.09 million in 2008 for
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additional activities not in the budget; US $2.5 million in 2007 for combating illegal trade; and
US $483,000 in 2007 and US $255,000 in 2008 for halon.

11.  After 2008, implementing agencies specified US $93.6 million for activities required for
compliance in addition to US $564.5 million for activities not required for compliance, which
includes US $452.7 million for HCFC activities and US $88 million for ODS disposal.
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Introduction

1. The Secretariat and the bilateral and multilateral implementing agencies began their
collaborative efforts to review the business plan for the 2007-2009 triennium in January 2007 at
an inter-agency coordination meeting. During that meeting, discussions centred on planned
activities in countries that required assistance to comply with the 2007 and 2010 control
measures.

2. A spreadsheet presenting data compiled from the business plans is available on the
Secretariat’s website at www.multilateralfund.org. It includes details on projects and activities
planned by the implementing agencies. The summary and annexed data tables are based on
updated information on project approvals from the 50™ Meeting and Article 7 data as of
12 February 2007.

SECTION I: 2007 BUSINESS PLANS

3. The activities included in the business plans are firm for 2007, but less certain for 2008
and 2009. This section presents a summary of activities submitted in the 2007 business plans. It
also considers the extent to which countries that have been identified as requiring ODS phase-out
activities are addressed in the 2007 business plans, based on the compliance-oriented Model
rolling three-year ODS phase-out plan for 2007-20009.

Summary of activities planned in 2007

4. Of the total value of US $185 million in the budget for 2007, US $178.51 million is for
projects planned for submission by the implementing agencies in 2007, which will lead to the
phase-out of 27,876 ODP tonnes when implemented. The majority of funding is sought for 2007
tranches associated with approved MYAs, followed by new MYAs and individual investment
projects (Table 1).

5. Annex | presents a summary of new activities to be submitted in 2007, by sector and
substance, including the value of and phase-out for all activities. It indicates that most of the
ODS phase-out to be approved in 2007 is for CFCs (1,958 ODP tonnes), representing funding of
about US $65.16 million. US $7.46 million has been allocated for methyl bromide projects that,
if approved, would lead to the phase out of an estimated 308 ODP tonnes. US $3.76 million has
been allocated for CFC production, leading to the phase out of 1,372 ODP tonnes.
US $2.2 million is associated with carbon tetrachloride (CTC), US $430,150 methyl chloroform
(TCA), US $549,091 halon, US $1.41 million HCFCs, and US $3.07 million other substances.

6. It should be noted that activities summarised in Annex | are in addition to those
associated with the implementation of the annual work programmes emanating from the
approved MYAs. The resources allocated to the 2007 funding tranches amount to
US $87.93 million for phasing out 24,079 ODP tonnes of ODS consumption and production.

Other non-investment activities

7. Other non-investment activities included in the 2007 business plans concern technical
assistance and training not associated with CAP or RMP activities. Non-investment technical
assistance activities have been proposed by both bilateral and implementing agencies. A
summary of these activities is included in Table 1 of Annex II.

8. Technical assistance projects are planned by UNEP (US $6.94 million), UNDP
(US $963,700) and UNIDO (US $2.23 million), and amount to a total of US $10.13 million.
UNEP’s technical assistance includes, inter alia, several methyl bromide activities and MDI
transitional strategies along with other activities. UNDP has included, inter alia, one activity for
methyl bromide and ten activities for MDI transitional strategies, and UNIDO has 15 activities
for MDI transitional strategies, 21 activities for HCFC surveys, two activities in the halon sector
and one methyl bromide project.

9. In addition, UNEP has submitted one training project: Integrated enforcement training
under the Montreal Protocol through Green Customs Initiative (US $500,000).

Country analysis adherence to compliance-oriented Model rolling three-year ODS
phase-out plan for 2007-2009

10.  Annex Il presents a comparison, by substance and by country, between the phase-out
needs identified in the compliance-oriented Model rolling three-year ODS phase-out plan for
2007-2009 and the 2007 business plans submitted by the implementing agencies. Annex Il
indicates that all countries with identified ODS phase-out have been addressed in the 2007
business plans, with the exception of those discussed below.

11. For CFCs, Somalia will receive special CAP assistance on awareness raising and policy
support for developing an ODS licensing system in 2007.

12. For halon, UNEP is providing special CAP assistance to Afghanistan, Eritrea and
Somalia, where halon controls are not fully addressed.
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13. Methyl bromide control needs are not addressed in the following countries: Bahamas,
Barbados, Guyana, Mozambique and Vanuatu. However no activities may be required for
Bahamas, Barbados, Guyana and Vanuatu since none of these countries reported methyl bromide
consumption for 2005. In conjunction with Australia, UNEP is providing special CAP assistance
to all of these countries except Vanuatu.

14, No CTC activities were included in the business plans for Bahamas, Congo, Dominican
Republic, Ecuador, Guatemala, Liberia, the Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Marshall
Islands, Peru, Sierra Leone, Tanzania, Uganda and Viet Nam. It is possible that no CTC
activities may be required in most of these countries since CTC consumption in 2005 was only
recorded in Viet Nam (0.1 ODP tonnes). CTC consumption may be addressed in the national
phase-out plans (NPP) or terminal phase-out management plans (TPMP) that are included in the
2007 business plans for Congo, Guatemala, Liberia, Peru, Sierra Leone, Tanzania and Uganda.

15. No TCA activities were included for: Brazil, Cambodia, Colombia, Dominican Republic,
Ecuador, Haiti, India, the Democratic People's Republic of Korea, Mexico, Pakistan, Trinidad
and Tobago and Viet Nam. Again, it is possible that no TCA activities may be required since,
with the exception of Cambodia (0.1 ODP tonnes) and Ecuador (0.8 ODP tonnes) none of these
countries had TCA consumption in 2005. Although no TCA activities are planned in the 2007
business plans, TCA consumption may be addressed in the NPPs or the TPMP included in the
2007 business plan for Cambodia, and the TPMP included in the 2008 business plan for Haiti. In
2007 UNEP will provide special CAP assistance to Brazil, Colombia, the Democratic Republic
of the Congo, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, Haiti, India, the Democratic People's Republic of
Korea, Mexico, Pakistan and Trinidad and Tobago.

Potential project overlaps

16. Most project overlaps were addressed and resolved, either during the coordination
meeting in January 2007 or as a result of the initial comments provided by the Fund Secretariat.
However, there remain unresolved potential overlaps between UNDP and UNIDO. Germany
and UNDP/UNEP have both included TPMPs for Angola. UNDP and UNIDO have both
included MDI strategies for Nigeria. UNEP and UNIDO both have activities for a methyl
bromide project in Guatemala. After the final business plans were submitted, UNIDO agreed to
remove overlaps with UNDP for ODS disposal activities in Indonesia and the MDI phase-out
project in Pakistan. UNIDO also removed the HCFC consumption project that it had in its
business plan for 2009 and beyond, and the HCFC project preparation in 2008 for China.

SECTION II: BUSINESS PLANNING FOR THE 2007-2009 TRIENNIUM

17.  This section presents a summary of the activities planned for submission in 2008 and
2009, and a comparison between the phase-out identified in the 2007-2009 compliance oriented
Model rolling three-year ODS phase-out plan and the phase-out specified in the 2007-2009
business plans. It further addresses potential issues arising from planned activities for 2008 and
2009 including: HCFC multi-year and investment projects; ODS destruction projects; the
forecast for multi-year project commitments; and planned bilateral cooperation.
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Summary of activities planned in 2008 and 2009

18.  The total value of projects planned for submission by the bilateral and multilateral
implementing agencies in 2008 and 2009 is US $146.71 million and US $178.31 million,
respectively, consistent with the break-down in Table 2.

Comparison between the business plans and the 2007-2009 compliance oriented model
rolling three-year ODS phase-out plan

19.  Table 3 presents the amount of ODS phase-out that should be considered for approval
during the 2007-2009 triennium according to the three-year phase-out plan that was updated
based on the results of the 50" Meeting.

20.  Most of the ODS phase-out will come from CFCs in both non-Low Volume Consuming
(LVC) countries and LVC countries. This phase-out will be broken down between bilateral and

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implementing agencies with UNIDO and UNDP responsible for the majority. Table 2 in Annex
Il presents a detailed breakdown of the total amount of CFC phase-out for the years 2007-2009
and the amount attributed to non-LVCs. It indicates that the CFC phase-out identified in the
business plans exceeds the total level of CFC phase-out required by the three-year ODS phase-
out plan, both overall and for all CFCs, including in non-LVCs.

21.  ODS phase-out is also covered in the business plans for other controlled substances
namely halon, methyl bromide, CTC, and TCA. These levels are detailed in Table 3 of Annex II.
It should be noted that, unlike CFCs, there are no starting points for determining the aggregate
national consumption of Annex B and Annex E substances. For these substances, the phase-out
proposed in the business plans differs significantly from that calculated in the three-year
phase-out plan. In regard to CTC, TCA and halons, the model is based on the consumption
baselines and not on the current level of consumption. In several countries, zero consumption
has been reported. In cases of low volumes of consumption, implementing agencies have been
encouraged to address these substances in the preparation of TPMPs and NPPs.

22.  The total amount of methyl bromide phase-out exceeds the amount required by the
three-year ODS phase-out plan. However, the amount required by the model for halon, CTC,
and TCA is not fully addressed by the agencies’ business plans in terms of investment projects.
The difference for TCA is largely attributed to the fact that although the phase-out might be
addressed as part of a technical assistance project, some of the TCA tonnage might be included
in the CTC amounts.

Multi-year performance-based agreements with annual tranches

23. Based on the information in the 2007-2009 business plans submitted by the bilateral and
implementing agencies, a total of US $824.81 million is planned for MYAs of which
US $7.21 million is already scheduled for disbursement after 2009, and an additional
US $450.88 million is planned for new projects after 2009. This information is summarised in
Table 4 of Annex I, which includes the estimated values of the existing and planned MY As for
the annual tranches for 2007, 2008, 2009, and beyond.

24.  The bilateral and implementing agencies included 193 new MYAs, with a first tranche
value estimated at US $35 million that would be submitted in 2007 (see Annex IV). If these
agreements are approved, the Executive Committee will have additional future commitments
estimated at US $644.41 million (including the value of the first tranche associated with the
MYAS).

25.  Annex V presents the full list of MYAs that have been approved in principle by the
Executive Committee. It shows the agreements by country and by sector. It also indicates the
agency implementing each agreement and the value of the annual tranches from 1998 up to, and
including, 2014. The Executive Committee has approved in principle 94 agreements covering up
to, and including, 2014, with an initial total value of US $1.02 billion, of which around
US $180.88 million remains to be funded from 2007. Total existing and planned MY As amount
to US $824.81 million from 2007 up to, and including, 2014, of which US $458.08 million
would be approved after the 2007-2009 triennium.
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Bilateral co-operation

26. Information on eight bilateral agencies is included in the bilateral business plans. Seven
bilateral donors submitted business plans covering activities for 2007-2009
(UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/7). Details of these are contained in Table 5 in Annex Il, which also
shows the maximum level of bilateral contributions for the 2006-2008 triennium for each of the
bilateral agencies. For all bilateral agencies, with the exception of Germany, the value of
planned activities is below the maximum level of bilateral contributions for the 2006-2008
triennium. Germany will need to adjust the level of funding for its planned activities during the
2006-2008 triennium in accordance with its maximum level of bilateral contributions. Italy also
included an activity for a country without remaining CFC funding eligibility. These issues are
addressed in document UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/7 on bilateral agencies business plans for the
years 2007-2009.

SECTION I1I: IMPLEMENTATION OF ONGOING ACTIVITIES AND COMPLIANCE
27.  This section addresses the implementation of ongoing activities and efforts by the
implementing and bilateral agencies to address the compliance needs of Article 5 countries. It
provides a brief summary of the status/prospects of compliance information.

Implementation of ongoing activities

28. Table 4 presents the ODS phase-out included in business plans for individual projects and
ongoing MY As compared with the planned ODS phase-out to be submitted for approval during
the 2007-2009 triennium. The table indicates that the major effort in terms of phase-out during
the triennium is associated with the implementation of projects rather than the approval of new
phase-out.

29.  The business plans show that 67,668 ODP tonnes would be phased out from approved
and ongoing activities. Agencies indicated that an additional 17,032 ODP tonnes would be
phased out after 2009. They also provided sections in their business plans on expediting project
implementation and/or a country-by-country review of their efforts to implement ongoing
projects.
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Compliance assistance in agency business plans

30.  Compliance matters were addressed during the inter-agency coordination meeting in
January 2007. Each country that was found to be in non-compliance was discussed in terms of
existing approvals and planned activities required to bring that country back into compliance. In
their business plans, the agencies have covered planned activities with regard to countries found
to be in non-compliance. The business plans also addressed the status of activities in all
Article 5 countries, with particular attention to those that had been found to be in
non-compliance.

Status/prospects of compliance

31.  Annex VI contains the tables that indicate the status/prospects of compliance with the
upcoming control measures of the Montreal Protocol. This document is usually presented as a
separate document. However, for this meeting it has been combined with the 2007 business plan
for information purposes and to enable a comparison between planned activities and activities
required by the three-year phase-out plan.

CECs

32.  The phase-out activities of Bosnia and Herzegovina and Paraguay may require additional
actions to comply with CFC freeze controls. Bosnia and Herzegovina already has a total ODS
phase-out plan project approved. In addition, Annex VI includes seven countries that may need
further support to comply with the 50 per cent reduction target in 2005 including: Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Dominica, Eritrea, Kenya, Paraguay, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines and Saudi
Arabia. Of these countries, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Dominica, Kenya and Saint Vincent and
the Grenadines already have an approved CFC phase-out plan or total phase-out plan. Eritrea,
Paraguay and Saudi Arabia already have planned TPMP/NPP in the business plans of the
agencies.

Halon

33.  The Libyan Arab Jamahiriya and Somalia may need to take additional actions to comply
with the halon freeze and 50 per cent reduction controls. A halon banking project has been
approved by the Executive Committee for the Libyan Arab Jamahiriya. No activity is planned
for Somalia in the 2007-2009 business plans. UNEP’s CAP will provide special compliance
assistance for Somalia and a project can be submitted when circumstances permit, based on
previous decisions of the Executive Committee.

Methyl bromide

34.  Of the eight countries that may need to take additional actions to comply with the methyl
bromide freeze and 50 per cent reduction controls, four (China, Fiji, Honduras and the Libyan
Arab Jamahiriya) have projects or phase-out agreements with the Executive Committee for
complete country-wide phase-out of methyl bromide. Two countries (Ecuador and Guatemala)
have projects that would enable compliance with the 2005 methyl bromide controls. No
activities exist in the 2007 business plans for Tunisia, however, a project is included in UNIDO’s
2008 business plan for fumigation of dates. No activity is planned for Turkmenistan in the 2007-
2009 business plans, consistent with the Executive Committee’s decision not to provide

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assistance from the Multilateral Fund in the future for ODS phase-out activities in Turkmenistan
other than for institutional strengthening (decision 46/21(c)). Also, although Uganda is in
compliance with the freeze, it may need additional actions to comply with the 50 per cent
reduction target in 2005. Uganda already has a phase-out agreement with the Executive
Committee for the complete phase-out of methyl bromide.

CTC

35. The tables in Annex VI, which indicate the status of compliance, show that eight
countries are at risk of not achieving compliance with CTC control measures. Of these, four
have CTC or ODS phase-out agreements or TPMPs with the Executive Committee (the Islamic
Republic of Iran, Pakistan, Paraguay and Zimbabwe). Of the remaining four countries, three
have activities in the 2007 business plans (Bolivia, the Democratic Republic of the Congo and
Mexico). No activity is planned for United Arab Emirates in the 2007-2009 business plans as
they have not requested funding from the Multilateral Fund.

TCA

36.  All countries identified in Annex VI are in compliance with the TCA freeze control.
However, there are two countries that might need to take additional actions to meet the TCA
2005 control measures including: Chile and the Democratic Republic of the Congo. Chile
already has an approved project for complete phase-out of TCA. The Democratic Republic of
the Congo has an activity planned in the 2007 business plan.

SECTION IV: PERFORMANCE INDICATORS

37.  Decision 41/93 established a new set of performance indicators for implementing
agencies. Implementing agencies provided targets for these performance indicators in their 2007
business plans. All implementing agencies have indicated their planned efforts to assist
countries to achieve compliance. UNEP included in its business plan expected missions to
Article 5 countries and its special CAP services to assist countries with compliance needs. It
also indicated the extent to which its activities support those of other agencies. Annex VII
presents information on historic performance indicators as requested in decision 42/5, as well as
investment and non-investment project indicators (2000-2004) and performance indicators that
are unique to UNEP.

SECTION V: RESOURCE ALLOCATION AND PRIORITIES FOR FUNDS NOT
REQUIRED FOR COMPLIANCE IN THE 2006-2008 TRIENNIUM BUDGET

38.  This section presents the resource allocation for the 2007-2009 triennium in light of the
Executive Committee’s decisions on financial planning for the 2006-2008 triennium
(decision 48/3), its decisions regarding business planning taken during 2006 and, in particular,
decision 50/6 on priorities for the triennium 2006-2008 beyond the needs identified by the model
three-year phase-out plan.

39.  Table 5 presents the calculation of the resources available for the 2007 business plan. It
shows that, based on the carryover from 2007, there are sufficient resources to address the full

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value of activities included in the 2007 business plans submitted by the bilateral and multilateral

implementing agencies.

40. At its 50™ Meeting, the Executive Committee requested that bilateral and multilateral
implementing agencies with projects in their 2006 business plans that were required for
compliance, include those activities in their 2007-2009 business plans and indicate reasons for

any non-inclusions (decision 50/3).

In their 2007 business plans, implementing agencies

included all activities required for compliance except for those indicated in Table 6.

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41.  With respect to activities required for compliance that were not included in the 2006
business plan (in the assessment made at the end of 2006) UNDP and UNEP jointly included
activities for the preparation of a TPMP for the United Republic of Tanzania (decision 50/4) in
the 2007 business plan.

42.  Table 7 presents actual approvals and planned costs and the budget for the 2006-2008
triennium. It shows that based on the actual approvals in 2006, the planned activities in the 2007
and 2008 business plans exceed the budget for the triennium. It also shows that there is
US $327.5 million available for allocation in 2007 and 2008. It should be noted that there are at
least US $1.8 million in TPMP activities indicated in the business plans that exceed the
maximum amount allowed for these activities. This would mitigate, to some extent, the potential
excess in the budget.

43.  Table 8 presents the resources allocated in the 2007-2009 business plans according to
those activities identified as required for compliance in the compliance oriented model rolling
three-year phase-out plan, and those activities considered not required for compliance by the
model. It indicates that the amount required for compliance during the triennium is US $161.9
million in 2007 and US $104.6 in 2008 representing a total of US $266.5 million of the
US $327.5 million remaining in the budget for the triennium. Therefore, US $61 million is
available for allocation beyond the needs identified by the model three-year phase-out plan,
although the implementing agencies indicated a value of US $23.1 million in 2007 and US $48.7
million in 2008, representing a total of US $71.8 million.

44. At its 50" Meeting, the Executive Committee considered a paper on priorities for the
triennium beyond the compliance needs identified by the model three-year phase-out plan. The
Executive Committee requested the Secretariat to prepare an interim report, to be considered at
the 51% Meeting in the context of the discussion of the 2007-2009 business plan. This would
address all the priorities listed in UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/50/8, namely:

. Additional funding outside the budget

. Combating illegal trade
. Disposal of ODS

o Halon

o HCFC

. Methyl bromide
J Metered-dose inhalers (MDIs)
J Sub-total (Not required for compliance)

45, It also covers projects and activities for CTC phase-out, activities related to ODS
legislation development and enforcement, activities that had been eliminated from the business
plans, and those proposed at the 50" Meeting (decision 50/6). It also requested a final report to
be submitted to the 52™ Meeting taking into account the HCFC surveys and reports from TEAP.

46.  This section addresses decision 50/6 by presenting the table that was discussed by the
Committee for this analysis and an analysis of each category. Table 9 sets out each category in
bold. It also presents the corresponding levels of funding indicated for each of the business plans
and the cost-effectiveness of the activities. There are no specific activities related to the
development of ODS legislation in the business plans although this matter is addressed through
some enforcement activities (classified under “combating illegal trade”), TPMPs, and special
compliance assistance. All CTC activities included in the business plans are required by the
model and therefore there are no activities listed for CTC that are not required by the model.

47.  The amount of ODS phase-out covered by the accelerated phase-out of methyl bromide
accounts for 1,545 ODP tonnes, which is 40 per cent of the remaining methyl bromide
consumption to be addressed by the Executive Committee (3,769 ODP tonnes)'. The total
amount of HCFCs in the business plans account for 3,474 ODP tonnes, which is 17 per cent of
current HCFC consumption (20,467 ODP tonnes). The plans did not include HCFC production
closure projects. China, the largest HCFC-consuming country, requested UNIDO to remove the
HCFC consumption sector project that UNIDO had included for China from its business plan for

2009 and after including project preparation

in 2008.

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Additional funding initiatives outside the business plans and budgets

48.  This category of activities, not included in the compliance oriented model, covers:
studies and training projects that were not anticipated, a CFC-113 solvent project that is not
required for compliance (because a TPMP addressed all CFC consumption), activities in
countries that are currently not Parties (East Timor and Iraq), activities that are not currently
eligible for funding (bromochloromethane projects in Turkey and South Africa), activities that
are considered to be funded by the Global Environment Facility, activities for halon where there
is no current consumption, methyl bromide consumption in Parties that have not ratified the
Copenhagen Amendment, and accelerated production phase-out.

49.  The total amount included in business plans for 2007 and 2008 was US $8.6 million. The
total for 2009 and beyond was US $11.26 million. Many of these activities could become
eligible for funding once the necessary ratifications are made, or if Parties take additional
decisions to make these activities eligible for assistance from the Multilateral Fund.

Combating illegal trade

50.  This category consists of customs enforcement networks that could be held in
conjunction with regional network meetings. A customs enforcement network was approved for
Sweden for the South-east Asia Network (ASP/SEV/34/TAS/42). Although the project was
originally approved as a one-off project it was subsequently renewed. In considering additional
activities for combating illegal trade in the context of the 2006-2008 business plans, the
Executive Committee decided to maintain the network for combating illegal trade in Sweden’s
business plan for bilateral cooperation (decision 48/5(i)). Based on that decision, this activity
could still be considered to be required for compliance, albeit indirectly, and was included as a
priority category under decision 50/6. These activities are addressed in bilateral requests put
forward to the 51% Meeting (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/19), and in UNEP’s work programme
amendment (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/20).

51. The total amount included in business plans for combating illegal trade was
US $2.49 million for the year 2007 only, representing three years of funding.

Disposal of ODS

52. At its 48™ Meeting, the Executive Committee decided to move an ODS destruction
activity in Japan’s business plan from 2007 to the year 2008 (decision 48/5(h)), and to remove all
ODS destruction activities from the 2006-2008 business plans of Germany (decision 48/5(Q)),
UNDP (decision 48/6(b)(iii)), and UNIDO (decision 48/8(a)(iv)). The Japanese demonstration
project is included in the 2008 and 2009 business plan and could be considered as required based
on that decision. At its 50" Meeting, the Executive Committee decided to request the Secretariat
to develop terms of reference for a study on the treatment of unwanted ODS to be completed by
1 February 2008 (decision 50/42). A status report on the terms of reference will be considered in
the context of document UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/40.

53.  The total amount included in business plans for ODS disposal was US $5.1 million for
2008. The total cost for 2007 and beyond was US $93.1 million.
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Long-term halon management

54. At its 48" Meeting, the Executive Committee removed the long-term halon management
plan from UNEP’s business plan (decision 48/7(b)(v)). UNEP included US $374,000 in 2007,
US $255,000 in 2008 and US $215,000 in 2009 for this activity.

HCFC activities

55. At its 48" Meeting, the Executive Committee decided to remove HCFC investment
projects from UNDP’s 2006-2008 business plan. UNIDO’s 2008 business plans include
US $9.8 million in HCFC investment projects. With respect to possible HCFC investment
projects in the future, there is currently no guidance from the Executive Committee for
developing or assessing the incremental costs for such projects (specifically for HCFC-22
projects) and this is an issue the Committee may wish to consider. However, the Committee has
taken several decisions that note a presumption against conversion from CFCs to HCFC-141b
that were funded by the Multilateral Fund, requiring a justification and an estimation of second-
stage conversion costs, and an understanding that the beneficiary company would pay for the
second-stage conversion (decisions 17/17, 19/2, 20/48, 38/38).

56. At its 48" Meeting, the Committee also decided to remove HCFC activities from the
2006-2008 business plans of UNEP and UNIDO (decisions 48/7(c) and 48/8(a)(v)) with the
understanding that those activities would be considered at the first meeting of the Executive
Committee in 2008 provided that:

“a. Compliance priorities of Article 5 countries for the triennium had been addressed
and there were enough funds remaining from the prioritized activities;

b. The proposed HCFC surveys were consistent with Executive Committee
guidance based on lessons learned from the approved UNDP surveys and
Germany’s study in China; and

C. When considering the allocation of the funds remaining for HCFC activities, the
Executive Committee would take into account the level of funding approved by
decision XVII/40 of the Seventeenth Meeting of the Parties” (decision
48/8(a)(Vv).

57.  An executive summary of the UNDP’s HCFC surveys and Germany’s study in China can
be found in UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/Inf. 2 and 3.

58.  The total funding included in business plans for HCFC activities is US $1.4 million for
the year 2007, which consisted of surveys for UNIDO. For 2008, all implementing agencies
included HCFC activities amounting to a total value of US $15.5 million of which
US $9.8 million would be for investment projects. The total included for 2007 and beyond was
US $470 million.

Methyl bromide activities (accelerated phase-out and non-investment project)

59. At its 48" Meeting, the Executive Committee maintained methyl bromide projects for
countries that had received support for achieving the 2005 methyl bromide control measures
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during the 2006-2008 triennium, in the light of commitments to advance a country’s methyl
bromide phase-out significantly before the year 2015 (decision 48/8(a)(i)). Implementing
agencies included methyl bromide phase-out projects for accelerated phase-out amounting to a
total of US $4.7 million in their 2007 business plans and US $9.6 million in 2008 business plans.

60. It should be recalled that the study on the 2006-2008 replenishment did not consider the
phase-out of methyl bromide required in 2015 to be a compliance requirement during 2007-20009.
Moreover, the three-year phase-out plan presented to the 50" Meeting did not include any
phase-out activities for methyl bromide beyond the requirements of the 2005 control measure.
The Executive Committee agreed to maintain activities for accelerated methyl bromide
reductions in the 2006-2008 triennium in light of compliance needs and commitments to
significantly advance a country’s methyl bromide phase-out before the year 2015 (decision
48/8).

61.  Atits 48™ Meeting, the Executive Committee agreed to maintain in the business plans for
2006-2008 for the World Bank a methyl bromide project for a country that had already received
assistance to meet its 2005 control measures. This was conditional upon a commitment by the
Government concerned to accelerate its methyl bromide phase-out (decision 48/9).

62.  The Committee also deferred consideration of non-investment methyl bromide activities
at its 48" Meeting pending coordination between UNDP, UNEP, and UNIDO. The agencies
were asked to coordinate the activities included in the business plans, but they did not agree that
any of them should be maintained in the business plans at this time. Implementing agencies
included non-investment methyl bromide phase-out projects amounting to US $2.9 million in
their 2007 business plans and US $120,000 in the 2008 business plans. The agencies were asked
to coordinate and agree on what activities were needed for inclusion in the business plans.
However since the agencies did not agree on the submissions, the Executive Committee may
wish to remove these activities from the business plans.

MDI activities

63. At the 18™ Meeting of the Parties, decision XVI111/16 addressed the issue of difficulties
faced by some Article 5 countries manufacturing metered-dose inhalers (MDI) which use CFCs.
The Parties requested that the Executive Committee consider funding CFC MDI projects for
countries that experience difficulties within the context of the existing guidelines of the
Multilateral Fund, and to review its decision 17/7 with regard to the existing cut-off date for
consideration of MDI conversion projects. At its 49™ Meeting, the Committee considered a
paper on MDIs prepared by the Fund Secretariat and requested that an update be provided to the
51° Meeting (see UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/Inf.4). The Committee had also agreed at its
45" Meeting to approve, on a case-by-case basis, up to US $30,000 for the preparation of a
transitional strategy for CFC-MDIs in LVCs where the need for a strategy had been fully
demonstrated and documented (decision 45/54).

64. Implementing agencies have included a total of US $17.9 million in MDI projects for
countries without remaining funding eligibility because the CFC or ODS phase-out plan
addressed all of the reported consumption (decision 35/57). Agencies have indicated, however,
that MDI consumption was just recently discovered in some cases. They have also included
US $2.8 million for MDI strategies for countries where TPMPs did not fully demonstrate and
document a need for these strategies. The full demonstration and documentation of need is
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required by decision 45/45. UNDP also requested US $15,000 in project preparation funds to
demonstrate and document the need for the strategies envisaged in decision 45/54. The
Executive Committee may wish to consider these projects in the light of the discussion on the
paper on Options for addressing the situation of countries referred to in decision XVI11/14 of the
Seventeenth Meeting of the Parties (follow-up to decision 49/33) (document
UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/39), and determine a policy on CFC MDI transition strategy requests
where a country has not demonstrated use of CFC MDls.

SECTION VI: OBSERVATIONS ON THE BUSINESS PLANS

65.  Of the US $71.8 million in activities not required for compliance included in the 2007
and 2008 business plans only US $61 million is available for funding from the budget for the
2006-2008 triennium. The Executive Committee may wish to consider how the available
resources should be allocated according to the categories of priorities adopted in decision 50/6.

66. In so doing, the Executive Committee may wish to recall its decisions at the 48" Meeting
with respect to the endorsed business plans for 2006-2008, and consider adjusting the business
plans accordingly. Activities for HCFC investment projects in 2008 amount to US $9.8 million
and ODS disposal investment projects total US $5.1 million. In decisions taken at the
48™ Meeting, the Committee has already agreed to remove these activities from the 2006-2008
business plans. The remaining activities not required for compliance amount to US $57 million,
of the US $61 million that remains in the 2006-2008 budget.

67. Implementing agencies have indicated a total budget for 2009 and beyond that amounts
to US $93.6 million for activities required for compliance, plus US $564.5 million not required
for compliance. Of the amount not required for compliance, US $452.7 million is for HCFC
activities and US $88 million is for ODS disposal. The remaining US $23.8 million consists of
US $15.4 million for MDIs, US $5.3 million for accelerated methyl bromide, US $600,000 for
institutional strengthening for countries not currently eligible, US $215,000 for UNEP’s long
term halon management, US $120,000 for methyl bromide non-investment activities,
US $1.08 million for activities that are currently not eligible for funding, US $282,500 for
activities in countries with economies in transition that are considered to be funded by Global
Environment Facility and US $701,000 for methyl bromide activities for Parties that have not
ratified the Copenhagen Amendment. The Committee may wish to consider these levels of
funding in 2009 and beyond and provide a further definition of incremental costs for HCFC
activities in light of the HCFC surveys and HCFC study in China that are being considered by
the Committee at this meeting.

68.  The 2007-2009 business plans cover two years which fall within the current 2006-2008
replenishment and one year of the next triennium. At its 48" Meeting, in the context of the
individual multilateral implementing agencies’ business plans, the Committee endorsed business
plans for the current 2006-2008 replenishment. Although the endorsement was accompanied by
a statement that it does not constitute approval of the activities included therein, an additional
phrase is proposed for each of the implementing agencies’ business plans to reflect that funding
is still to be considered for 2009 and beyond. Therefore, the following words are added to the
recommendation in the agencies business plans: “without prejudice to the Parties decision on
replenishment for the year 2009 and beyond”.
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69.  The business plans submitted by the bilateral and multilateral implementing agencies
address all of the phase-out needs identified in the three-year phase-out plan that must be
achieved to enable Article 5 countries to meet the control measures up to, and including, 2010.
All ODS phase-out activities not specifically covered by projects or activities in the business
plans are either not eligible for funding, have been addressed through special CAP initiatives, are
those that could be addressed as part of a TPMP, or are those for countries with zero halon,
methyl bromide, CTC or TCA consumption in 2005.

70. To achieve compliance in all Article 5 countries, implementing agencies will need to take
measures to expedite project implementation, since agencies need to phase-out
67,668 ODP tonnes from approved projects and ongoing MYAs of which 35,945 ODP tonnes
would be phased out in 2006.

RECOMMENDATIONS

71.  The Executive Committee may wish to consider:

2007 from approved projects.
