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COMMENTSOF THE FUND SECRETARIAT
Introduction

1 This document presents the comments and recommendations of the Fund Secretariat on the
progress report of UNEP for activities up to 31 December 2008. The progress report is attached.

Snapshot of issues

e US $8.4 million has been approved for multi-year agreements (MY As) for implementation by
UNEP and there was a balance of US $4.7 million as at 31 December 2008;

e Sixty-two MYAs are under implementation; seven MYASs (approved over a year ago) have

disbursed less that 20 per cent of the funds approved;

UNEP' s expects to disburse all remaining fundsin 2009;

There are obligated and un-obligated balances in the 2008 CAP budget;

There are cases of no disbursement or slow implementation;

Three regional and six global projects have been delayed in addition to the eight projects, which

have been classified as projects with implementation delays that are subject to procedures of

project cancellation;

e Therearedelaysin project preparation for HCFC phase-out management plan (HPMPs);

UNEP is addressing issues with respect to the Global study on challenges associated with halon

banking;

There is an apparent lack of progress on the Global Chiller Project;

UNEP progress report lacked information on 2009 activities for the MDI workshops;

Thereisalack of disbursement for institutional strengthening projects approved over ayear ago;

Consideration of possible cancellation of institutional strengthening project in Brunei Darussalam

dueto lack of signature of appropriate documents after several attempts;

Project preparation have been used to fund National Ozone Unit (NOU) coordination of a

terminal phase-out management plan (TPMP);

Advances have been included in reports of funds disbursed;

Consideration of offsetting funding for the loss of unaccounted funds;

Consideration of deferring activities due to lack of ability to transfer funds;

There are questions asked by the Secretariat that have not been answered for several projects.

Status of Implementation

2. By the end of 2008, UNEP had completed 76 per cent (953 of the 1,261 projects approved) of the
projects approved for its implementation. It had disbursed 81 per cent (US$117.5 million) of the
resources approved by the Executive Committee (US$145.1 million), and had a balance of
US $4.6 million from project preparation funds. UNEP completed 23 technical assistance programmes,
16 training programmes and 23 preparation projects during 2008. It initiated one new institutional
strengthening (1S) project and renewed 47 ongoing | S projects.

Progressduring 2008 at the country level
3. Annex | provides an assessment, by country, of UNEP's 2008 activities. UNEP had planned

disbursements in 119 countries or regions. It disbursed over 85 per cent of the funds estimated in 109 of
these countries.
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4, UNEP is now participating in 62 MY As. At the end of 2006, UNEP was involved in only 16

MY As, which increased to 49 in 2007.

Disbursement for multi-year agreements

5. There are 83 annua tranches for the 62 MY As under implementation by UNEP with balances
remaining to be disbursed. These annual tranches are indicated in Table 1.

6. At the end of 2008, out of US $8,439,245 in approved funds for annual tranches of MY As, UNEP
has disbursed US $4,243,101 (50 per cent) leaving a balance of US$4,196,144. Of this balance,
US $4,196,144 (100 per cent) is expected to be disbursed in 2009. It should be noted that although UNEP
has projected the disbursement of all remaining funds in 2009 this seems unlikely based on previous
performance. The Executive Committee may wish to request UNEP to explain this estimate in its
presentation of its progress report at the 58" Meeting.

7. Moreover, 20 countries have reported disbursements below 20 per cent of the funds approved for
MY As. Several MY A tranches had reported zero or near zero disbursements at the end of 2008. These
include ODS or CFC phase-out plans in Bahrain, Kuwait, Qatar and Saudi Arabia (see data in bold in

Table 1).
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8. For some projects, less than 10 per cent of the funds have been disbursed. This is an important
issue in light of the fact that these projects are intended to assist with the phase-out, beginning on
1 January 2010. While in most cases there appears to be no impact on future compliance, in the case of
the CFC Phase-Out Plan in Eritrea implementation has not yet begun due to lack of ODS regulations,
which are required to ensure compliance. UNEP reported that it has liaised regularly with the Government
of Eritreato follow up on the enactment of regulations.

9. With respect to projects that had been approved in July 2008, in the case of Brunei Darussalam
for its RMP activities and the Central African Republic for its TPMP, UNEP failed to adequately respond
to the Secretariat’ s queries with respect to low levels of disbursement.

10. Severa of the projects for which no funds were disbursed were only approved in November 2008.
Nevertheless, due to the 2010 phase-out their timely implementation is essential. Of these projects, the
TPMP in Guinea Bissau may require specia attention. UNEP reported that due to the unstable political
situation in the country since mid-2008 the UN resident coordinator’s office had advised the payment to
be held. The MOU was only submitted for signature in April 2009. UNEP has indicated that it will
monitor the situation with respect to the UN coordinator’s office prior to making any disbursements under
this project.

11. In light of the fact that the TPMPs, RMPs and most NPPs related to the 2010 control measures
and have a goal of assisting compliance with these measures, the Secretariat directed several questions to
UNEP concerning whether it was possible that a country would be in non-compliance because of slow
implementation. In some cases this was not an issue because a country had reported zero consumption for
severa years. In other cases, UNEP did not respond to the Secretariat’s questions with respect to the
impact of delays on compliance. The projects presented in Table 2 are those which the Secretariat has
identified where additional information or action might be required. Where issues related to possible
compliance exist, this has been noted.

12. The Executive Committee may wish to request an additional status reports to be submitted to the
59" Meeting for the projectsin the Table 2.
Individual projects

13. This section addresses implementation delays, and comments on specific projects that have not
yet been classified with such delays but appear to be subject to implementation difficulties.

Implementation delays

14. There are eight projects with implementation delays that are subject to monitoring by the
Executive Committee. Five of these were also classified with implementation delays in 2007. In 2008
UNEP had fewer projects classified with implementation delays than in 2007, when a total of nine
projects fell into this category. The trend for other agencies has been to continue to reduce the number of
projects with implementation delays. It should be noted that most of the projects in UNEFP's portfolio are
not classified as being subject to implementation delays. The Executive Committee may wish to note that
UNEP has eight projects classified with implementation delays, including five projects that were so
classified last year, and that a report on these projects should be submitted to the 59" Meeting;

HPM P preparation

15. UNEP is implementing 61 projects for the preparation of HCFC phase-out management plans
(HPMPs). Of these, 46 were approved in July 2008 and the remainder in November 2008.

16. Among the projects approved in July 2008, several are scheduled for completion in July 20009.
UNEP has reported zero disbursements for 24 of these projects. These include the project in the following
countries: Burundi (BDI/PHA/55/PRP/23), Bahamas  (BHA/PHA/55/PRP/15), Bhutan
(BHU/PHA/55/PRP/13), Burkina Faso (BKF/PHA/55/PRP/25), Brunei Darussalam
(BRU/PHA/55/PRP/11), Central African Republic (CAF/PHA/55/PRP/16), Chad
(CHD/PHA/55/PRP/17), Comoros Islands (COI/PHA/55/PRP/15), Djibouti (DJ/PHA/S5/PRP/14),
Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC/PHA/55/PRP/27), Eritrea (ERI/PHA/55/PRP/07), Gabon
(GAB/PHA/55/PRP/22), Kuwait (KUW/PHA/55/PRP/14), Laos (LAO/PHA/55/PRP/19), Madagascar
(MAG/PHA/55/PRP/17), Mauritania (MAU/PHA/55/PRP/20), Mali (MLI/PHA/55/PRP/25), Malawi
(MLW/PHA/55/PRP/27),  Mozambique = (MOZ/PHA/S5/PRP/14), PR Congo (Brazzaville)

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17. In other cases, projects that were originally scheduled to be completed in July 2009 and where no
disbursements have been reported, have revised planned completion dates ranging from December 2009
(for Barbados, BAR/PHA/55/PRP/18; Grenada, GRN/PHA/55/PRP/13; Guyana, GUY/PHA/55/PRP/16;
Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, STV/PHA/55/PRP/13; and Suriname, SUR/PHA/55/PRP/14) to March
2010 (Bahrain, BAH/PHA/55/PRP/19), to July 2010 (Honduras, HON/PHA/55/PRP/25; and Oman,
OMA/PHA/55/PRP/17) up to December 2010 (Antigua and Barbuda, ANT/PHA/S5/PRP/12; Paraguay,
PAR/PHA/55/PRP/20; Sri Lanka, SRL/PHA/55/PRP/34; and Saint Lucia, STL/PHA/55/PRP/13). While
disbursement may not be the best indicator of progress for UNEP, it does appear that the delayed project
preparation activities mentioned above merit additional status reports to be considered at the 59" Meeting.

18. In addition to low levels of disbursements, implementation in these and other projects appears to
have been slow. In severa projects that were approved in July 2008 UNEP reported that activities were in
preliminary discussions. These included: Antigua and Barbuda (ANT/PHA/55/PRP/12), Bahamas
(BHA/PHA/55/PRP/15), Barbados (BAR/PHA/55/PRP/18), Belize (BZE/PHA/55/PRP/21), Grenada
(GRN/PHA/55/PRP/13), Guyana (GUY/PHA/55/PRP/16), Honduras (HON/PHA/55/PRP/25), Paraguay
(PAR/PHA/55/PRP/20), Saint  Kitts and Nevis (STK/PHA/56/PRP/14), Saint Lucia
(STL/PHA/55/PRP/13), Saint Vincent and the Grenadines (STV/PHA/55/PRP/13), Sao Tome and
Principe (STP/PHA/55/PRP/15), and Suriname (SUR/PHA/55/PRP/14). In all cases UNEP indicated that
the dates of implementation were based on discussions with the country and that the National Ozone
Officer had to have some level of training in order to decide how to proceed with the national plans. It is
not clear why such training is necessary or what that training would entail in order to embark upon the
preparation of the HPMPs. The Executive Committee may wish to request an additional status report on
those project preparations to be submitted to the 59" Meeting.

Global Study on Halon Banking

19. At its 52™ Meeting, the Executive Committee requested UNEP to undertake a global study on
challenges associated with halon banking in developing countries (GLO/HAL/52/TAS/281). The
Secretariat noted that, at the request of the Halons Technical Options Committee (HTOC) Co-chairs,
preliminary data had been submitted to HTOC before it was presented to the Executive Committee.
UNEP indicated that the HTOC Co-Chairs requested this input to their Assessment Report as it does not
have access to such wide data on halon banking. However, the Secretariat has indicated that the
preliminary data does not address actions taken by the Executive Committee and the process undertaken
with respect to the approval of halon banking activities that UNEP, as an implementing agency, should
represent in documents prepared at the request of the Executive Committee. The Executive Committee
may wish to request UNEP to address comments raised by the Secretariat in this document in the global
study on challenges associated with halon banking in developing countries and submit the study to the
Executive Committee for clearance in advance of its release.

Global Chiller Projects

20. With respect to the Global project for a technical assistance programme in the chiller sector
(GLO/REF/48/TAS/275), which was approved in April 2006, the Secretariat noted that UNEP has
scheduled activities which fall outside of the planned completion date of April 2009. Moreover, the
Secretariat noted issues related to slow implementation and that there still been had been no disbursement
of funds for the project despite the fact that UNEP had indicated last year that severa activities had been
undertaken, an initial coordination meeting had been held in New Delhi in November 2006, and that it
planned to produce a DVD on chillers.

21. The Executive Committee may wish to consider whether any further activities are required from
UNEP in light of the fact that after 1.5 years there has been little activity, and to request that an additional
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status report be prepared for GLO/REF/48/TAS/275 and presented at the 59" Meeting, through which
UNEP could provide more complete answers to the Secretariat’ s questions.

Global MDI regional workshops/CAP

22, UNEP provided a detailed report to the Secretariat with respect to progress under the Global MDI
regional workshops/CAP project (GLO/ARS/52/TAS/282). However, the Secretariat requested UNEP to
report on activities remaining under the project and has not received a response. The Executive
Committee may wish to seek an additional status report to be prepared for the Global MDI workshops
(GLO/ARS/52/TAS/282) and presented at the 59™ Meeting, through which UNEP can indicate activities
remaining under this project.

Institutional strengthening

23. The Secretariat noted that 2009 is a critical year for IS since the 1 January 2010 phase-out is fast
approaching. UNEP is carrying out 105 IS projects in 98 countries. After reviewing UNEP's 2008
Progress Report, the Secretariat identified several issues related to implementation, reporting, and
administrative practices with respect to UNEP' s | S projects.

24, UNEP has a number of IS projects where no disbursements have yet been made. Several of these
projects were approved over a year ago as indicated in Table 3 below, and they are listed in order of the
date that the project was approved. The Executive Committee may wish to request that additional status
reports be prepared for the |S projectsin Table 3.

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Uneven reporting

25. In general, UNEP provided reports on several projects but the information it submitted in the
context of the progress reports varied. In some cases project reports were not as detailed as in other cases.
To ensure consistency in reporting, the Secretariat requested that UNEP provide a similar level of detail
for al of its|S projects.

26. However, in several cases UNEP included minimal information or very general information,
which did not allow the Secretariat to adequately assess the nature of the specific activities that had been
carried out in 2008, including, for example, issues such as efforts to facilitate ratification of the Beijing
Amendment or why funds had all been allocated in 2008 when the planned completion date was 2010.

27. Given the importance of IS projects at this stage, the Secretariat recommends that the Executive
Committee may wish to request that additional status reports be prepared for IS projectsin Table 4:

Unanswered Questions
28. In some cases specific questions raised by the Secretariat remained unanswered.

29. Palau (TTR/SEV/53/INS/05). The Secretariat asked for clarification on the first disbursement of
the project that would take place after the final payment of the previous IS had been made because all of
the funds for the INS had already been disbursed by the end of 2008 according to the progress report.
UNEP responded that the agreement had been signed in July 2008 and the disbursement had been
released in August 2008.
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30. Guyana (GUY/SEV/48/INS/13). The Secretariat asked why all the funds for this project had been
disbursed when the project is planned for completion in November 2009. UNEP did not answer the
guestion.

3L Iraq (IRQ/SEV/54/INS/01). The Secretariat asked why al the funds for this project had been
disbursed when its planned completion date was in June 2009, and asked for a more comprehensive report
on what had been accomplished in 2008. UNEP responded that the funds would be used in 2009, by
agreement with the country.

32. The Executive Committee may wish to request that an additional status report be prepared for the
IS projects in Padau (TTR/SEV/53/INS/05), Guyana (GUY/SEV/48/INS/13) and Iraq
(IRQ/SEV/54/INS/01) and presented at the 59" Meeting, through which UNEP can provide more
complete answers to the Secretariat’ s questions.

Slow implementation in Institutiona Strengthening

33. In some cases, specific issues reported by UNEP appeared to be responsible for delays in project
implementation with respect to |S.

34. For its project in Brunei Darussalam (BRU/SEV/43/INS/05) UNEP reported that after several
years no agreement to initiate funding had been signed, despite repeated attempts on its part to secure
signature of project documents. In light of the lack of afunding agreement, the Executive Committee may
wish to send a letter of possible cancellation, urging the signing of the appropriate documents to support
ISin Brunei Darussalam, and request a report on those efforts to the 59" Meeting.

35. With respect to the IS project in Barbados (BAR/SEV/46/INS/13) UNEP did not report any
activities conducted in 2008 and noted that that delays had been due to the absence of a NOO since 2007.
In response to a query from the Secretariat, UNEP reported further that the project document had been
completed in May 2009 and had been sent to the country for signature. The Executive Committee may
wish to urge the hiring of the NOO for Barbados and the signature of the project agreement as soon as
possible, and request an additional status report on activities to the 59" Meeting.

36. The IS project in Peru (PER/SEV/37/INS/31) was approved in July 2002 and UNEP reported that
there still has been no disbursement under that project. In its report to the 57" Meeting UNEP had
indicated that administrative procedures that were under revision had been preventing the Government
from moving forward. In response to the Secretariat’ s questions on the administrative difficulties, UNEP
reported that after a change in government procedures to manage grants, the project was being re-started.
The Executive Committee might wish to request that an additional status report be provided to the
59" Meeting on the administrative difficulties and their resolution.

Project Preparation for institutional strengthening

37. With respect to Guinea Bissau (GBS/SEV/50/INS/09), UNEP reported that political instability
prevented the release of funds to the NOU, thus affecting its operations at the national level. Nevertheless,
the NOU carried out essential activities such as data collection and reporting, as well as coordination of
TPMP preparation, using balances from past phases and existing funds received for TPMP preparation.

38. The Secretariat noted that it appeared that UNEP had provided the NOU with project preparation
funds for the coordination of the TPMP preparation. Coordination of TPMP activities should be part of
the funds provided for IS. The Executive Committee may wish to request UNEP to submit an additional
status report to explain the use of project preparation funding for NOU coordination in the IS project in
Guinea Bissau (GBS/SEV/50/INS/09).
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Recording of advances as disbursements for institutiona strengthening

39. The Secretariat noticed several IS projects with dates of completion in the future when UNEP' s
progress report noted that all the funds had been disbursed in 2008. The Secretariat asked how further
activities could take place if al the funds had already been disbursed. UNEP replied that all the funds had
been disbursed through a funding agreement and they had been recorded as disbursements. The
Secretariat considers that the recording of funds as disbursed should only occur once they have actually
been spent. It considers funds transferred into funding agreements to be funds advanced rather than funds
disbursed for the IS projects in Afghanistan (AFG/SEV/53/INS/08), Cambodia (KAM/SEV/53/INS/14),
and Mongolia (MON/SEV/55/INS/13). As advances are not considered disbursements under the
operational guidelines for progress reports, the Executive Committee may wish to request UNEP to
clearly indicate advances separately from disbursements for activities in progress reports to the
Multilateral Fund.

Project funds cannot be traced for institutiona strengthening

40. In the case of the IS project in Uganda (UGA/SEV/13/INS/02), UNEP reported that given issues
of reorganization in the Government, staff turnover, and loss of records, some funds related to the project
could not be traced. It noted that, as a result, the Government had requested that the exiting project be
cancelled and a new 1S project initiated to ensure the continued benefits of IS in Uganda through future
funding. In light of the fact that funds could not be accounted for, the Executive Committee may wish to
consider off-setting those funds unaccounted for against any future approval for IS projects in Uganda
(UGA/SEV/13/INS/02).

Delay in transfer of funds

41. The implementation of the NPP: regulations, training programme and monitoring (third tranche)
in Korea, DPR, has been delayed by over one year and is now planned for completion just prior to the
1 January 2010 phase out. UNEP reported that the implementation of activities under the NPP is on
schedule and that the only delay is related to the transfer of funding to Korea, DPR. However, UNEP
indicated that the country was advancing the funding itself. UNEP was planning a mission to Korea DPR
prior to the 58" Meeting of the Executive Committee. The Executive Committee may wish to request a
report from UNEP on its mission to Korea DPR and the status of UNEP' s ability to transfer funds into the
country for project implementation.

CAP Budget

42 Annex VIII of UNEP's narrative provides an accounting of expenditures against the 2008 CAP
budget by line item. UNEP had expenditures totalling US $8,891,389 in 2008 leaving a balance of
US $11,148 that was unobligated. In approving the CAP for the first time at its 35" Meeting, the
Executive Committee decided that “funds approved annualy for the CAP that could not be spent should
be returned to the Multilatera Fund for re-programming at the second meeting of the Executive
Committee in the year following that for which they had been approved.” The Executive Committee may
wish to request UNEP to report if it is in a position to return unobligated balances from the 2008 CAP
budget in the context of its presentation of its progress report.

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INTRODUCTION

1. This document, as submitted for the consideration of the 58" meeting of the Executive
Committee of the Multilateral Fund for the Implementation of the Montreal Protocol, represents a
Progress and Financial Report on the Montreal Protocol related operations of the United Nations
Environment Programme during the year 2008.

2. In accordance with the UNEP's 2008-2010 Business Plan endorsed by the 54™ meeting of the
Executive Committee, the objectives of UNEP' s activities in 2008 were to:

Continue strengthening capacity of National Ozone Units (NOUs) and relevant institutions
through training and knowledge transfer;

Leverage and improve existing national/regional/sub-regional institutional and legidative
frameworks and support the development of new policies and legal instruments to enable the
implementation of ozone depleting substances (ODS) phase-out strategies;

Raise the political profile of the Montreal Protocol and thereby increase high-level support
for its implementation;

Improve the access of client countries to specific expertise and knowledge, and to
disseminate and publicize good practices, innovative approaches and experiences in phase-
out of controlled substances;

Promote and enhance the inter-regional and intraregion information exchange and
cooperation in the implementation of the Montreal Protocol;

Enhance direct country-to-country assistance, especially to those countries facing immediate
and long-term compliance challenges,

Support the development of regional/sub-regional approaches to tackling problems of
common concern;

Support regional/sub-regional initiatives to combat illegal trade in ODS;

Pursue universal ratification of the Vienna Convention, the Montreal Protocol and its
Amendments;

Enhance public awareness of the impact of the ozone layer depletion on human health and the
environment and encourage civil society action;

Encourage countries that have recently ratified the Vienna Convention, the Montreal Protocol
and its Amendments to put in place and implement appropriate national policies, strategies
and programmes to control and reduce the use of ODS in refrigeration and air-conditioning
servicing, agricultural, fire-fighting and other relevant sectors;

Provide policy and technical assistance in addressing issues related to HCFC phase-out
management plans;

Enhance working arrangement with other Implementing Agencies thereby alowing for the
provision of acoordinated and holistic service to client countries.
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3. The following means were used in 2008 to achieve the above objectives:

= Regiona Networking of National Ozone Officers;

= [nformation Clearinghouse;

=  Compliance services delivered through UNEP's Compliance Assistance Programme
(CAP);

» Implementation of non-investment projects for individual countries/regions.

4. In 2008, UNEP in cooperation with the other Implementing and Bilateral Agencies provided
significant advisory and project implementation support to Article 5 countries that resulted in an
overal high note of compliance with the Montreal Protocol and its Amendments by those
countries.

l. PROJECT APPROVALSAND EXPENDITURES

A. ANNUAL SUMMARY DATA

5. From its inception in June 1991 until the end of December 2008, the Executive Committee of
has approved 1,252 projects for implementation by UNEP. The total funding approved for UNEP
during the same period was US$ 150,800,642, representing about 7.23% of the total funding
allocations approved by the Multilateral Fund for the four Implementing Agencies.

6. During 2008, the Executive Committee approved 132 projects' for UNEP to implement. The
total value of UNEP's approvals in 2008 was US$ 19,026,140 plus programme support costs of
US$ 1,742,288. See Annex 1: Annual Summary provides details.

B. INTEREST

7. The interest accrued from 1991-2008 was US$ 7,829,759 as follows:

8. Of the 1,252 projects’ approved for UNEP from June 1991 until December 2008, 408 are time-
sensitive Institutional Strengthening (I1S) projects and 844 are objective-sensitive activities,
including 398 technical assistance projects (TAS), 195 training projects (TRA), 94 Country
Programmes (CPG) and 157 project preparations (PRP), including Refrigerant Management Plans
(RMPs), Terminal Phase-out Management Plans (TPMPs), and HCFC Phase-out Management
Plan (HPMP) preparation.

9. The above data include 132 projects that the Executive Committee approved in 2008 to be
implemented by UNEP. Of those, 30 are time-sensitive IS projects and 102 are objective-
sensitive activities comprising 37 technical assistance projects and 65 project preparations. See
Annex 1. Summary Data by Projects Type.

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M. PROJECT COMPLETIONS SINCE LAST REPORT
A. ODP PHASED OUT SINCE LAST REPORT

10. UNEP only implements non-investment projects (i.e. capacity building and technical
assistance). Due to the nature of these projects, the directly-associated ODP phase out is either
zero or small according to the approved projects. The cumulative ODP phase-out achieved as a
result of all completed UNEP projects to date is 686.7 ODP tonnes.

i, GLOBAL AND REGIONAL ACTIVITY HIGHLIGHTS
A. GLOBAL ACTIVITIES

13. UNEP implemented the Montreal Protocol activities in Article 5 countries in 2008 through
the Compliance Assistance Programme. The CAP staff implemented individua projects
approved by the Executive Committee, and also provided Article 5 countries with compliance-
related services such as Regional Networking, technical and policy advice, and information and
capacity building services, which were funded from the annual CAP budget.

14. The CAP budget for the year 2008 was approved by the 53 meeting of the Executive
Committee at the amount of US$ 8,243,090 plus programme support costs.

15. The 2008 CAP budget was used for salaries of 40 CAP staff members, more than 570
country-specific compliance services, operation of 9 Regional/Sub-regional Networks and the
Information Clearing House as described below as well asin Annex |l Country-by-country CAP
services and Annex VIII Report on expenditures under the CAP budget for 2008. In addition,
UNEP supported the operation of the Network of South-East Asia and the Pacific funded by the
Government of Sweden.

Staffing of the CAP
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16. In 2008 the composition of the CAP was as follows:

Maintenance of the OzonAction Management Information System (0OMIS) as a main
monitoring tool of the programme;

Development of regular CAP Management Briefs;

Financial and progress reporting to the Executive Committee on all projects and activities
of the programme, including those implemented in the regions;

Identification and facilitation of the exchange of information, ideas, practices, and outputs
between the Regional CAP teams.

18. During 2008, UNEP submitted:

UNEP' s 2008-2010 Business Plan to the 54" mesti ng of the Executive Committee;
UNEP's 2007 Progress and Financia Report to the 55" meeting of the Executive
Committee;

UNEP's CAP budget for 2009 and Work Programme for 2009 to the 56" meeting of the
Executive Committee;

Three Work Programme Amendments to UNEP' s 2008 Work Programme.

Monitoring of CAP operations
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19. The monitoring of implementation of UNEP’ s projects funded by the Multilateral Fund was
performed using the programme-wide OzonAction Management Information System (oMIS).
The system is web-based and is accessible to al regional CAP staff on a 24/7 basis. In oMIS,
each approved project is assigned to a professional staff member (Activity Leader), who regularly
reports on achieved milestones of the project through inputs to the system. oMIS helped improve
the quality of monitoring and reporting of all projects under the CAP.

20. In addition to oMIS, one CAP Management Brief was prepared to review and assess the
performance of the CAP and highlight areas requiring priority attention. CAP Management Brief
was circulated to the CAP regional teams and discussed in detail during regular tele- and
videoconferences.

I nformation Clearinghouse and public awar eness activities

21. Throughout 2008, UNEP provided an Information Clearinghouse service to National Ozone
Units and other key stakeholders in Article 5 countries as per Article 11 of the Protocol. The
emphasis of this service was on delivering or supporting information, communication and
education (ICE) services that create action-oriented awareness to support national compliance
objectives related to the Montreal Protocol. UNEP delivered this service within the framework of
the Communication Strategy for Global Compliance with the Montreal Protocol developed by
UNEP, and wherever possible, in support of the Information Strategy of the Multilateral Fund.

22. The Clearinghouse helped promote the overal visibility of the Montreal Protocol and
Multilateral Fund implementation achievements through its core services (OzonAction Special
Issue, websites and outreach activities) and it played a major supporting role for national and
regional celebrations of the International Day for the Preservation of the Ozone Layer (16

September).

23. The Clearinghouse services were performed by the Paris-based Information Management
Team, comprising 1 Professional and 3 General Service staff members. Their work was
conducted in close cooperation with the other CAP teams (particularly the regiona networks and
capacity-building team) as well as with UNEP's Division of Communication and Public
Information (DCPI).

Core Clearinghouse Services

24. Assisting National Ozone Units with Ozone Day celebrations. In 2008, the Information
Clearinghouse supported national, regional and international efforts to celebrate International
Ozone Day through the provision of attractive awareness materials that were easily adapted by
NOUs for national use. The Information Clearinghouse devoted a substantial portion of its overall
staff resources to the Ozone Day support. The services provided to NOUs included:

= Education Pack for Secondary Schools. High Sky: Ozone Layer Education for Secondary
Schools: Teacher's Book and Sudent's Book were developed by CAP together with United
Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultura Organization (UNESCO), United Nations
Children’s Fund (UNICEF) and World Health Organization (WHO). The pack addresses the
youth aged 13-16 years with the issue of ozone layer depletion and the chalenges to
reversing this global phenomenon. The teacher's book guides the teacher on how to raise
awareness among young people and encourage their active participation in debates and to
take action. Through the Student's book, the student plays the role of ajournalist reporting on
the ozone layer depletion. The students, with the teacher's guidance, will write an article on
the topic. These books form an integral part of the global Ozzy Ozone campaign and it is a
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follow-up activity to the OzonAction Education Pack for Primary schools, which were
developed in 2006. This pack was widely diffused to many secondary schools worldwide. It
is available in English, French and Spanish at
http://www.unep.fr/ozonaction/informati on/educati onpacksec_school .htm .

= Ozone Day web page. The Clearinghouse developed, outreached and maintained a web page
devoted to the International Ozone Day, which included information on national celebrations
in various countries. In addition to supporting national celebrations, the Clearinghouse also
participated in severa global celebrations e.g. organizing radio interviews that reached
millions of listeners. See www.unep.fr/ozonaction/events/ozoneday .

»  Ozzy Goesldand Hopping. The fourth issue of the children’ s illustrated booklet designed to
increase awareness about_ozone depl etion and climate change with a special focus on HCFCs.
It is available in English, French and Spanish. It was launched in Bangkok, Thailand during
the Open-ended Working Group meeting in July 2008. The main partners were the
Governments of Surinam, Fiji and Maldives as well as UNESCO, UNICEF and the World

=  Qzzy Ozone collection. A DVD was developed to facilitate teacher’s to have Ozzy Ozone
materials in local languages. It can also be used in organising different events. The DVD is
placed in theinner cover of the High Sky.

The clearinghouse devel oped a web page covering the events of the
Meeting of the Partiesin Doha; Qatar.

= Trends Analysis. The Trends Analysis helps to monitor and analyse the compliance status of
countries for Institutional Strengthening, training and Networking projects. It serves as a
visual analytical tool for long-term national strategic planning to phase out ODS. The source
data for the analysis is the consumption and production data for CFCs, HCFCs, Halons and
Methyl Bromide reported under Article 7 of the Montreal Protocol.

» Encouraged media coverage. In cooperation with UNEP DCPI, CAP encouraged journalists
to cover ozone related topics.

= Ozzy Ozone Website. This site was revamped to include online resources for children linked
to all Ozzy Ozone materialsin English, French and Spanish. http://www.0zzyozone.org

=  Ozzy Ozone Network. In 2008, CAP maintained a global network database from different
regions including NOUs, NGOs and schools which it used to disseminate the activities of the
Ozzy Ozone campaign, including information updates.

25. Supporting regional awareness activities. The Clearinghouse continued to assist the Regional
CAP teams with the conceptuaization, review, production and outreach of the video, audio,
media and published materials produced in all regions as part of the Regional Awareness facility.
Electronic versions of the final awareness products were outreached through the OzonAction web
site and the OzonAction Special Issue. Through the OzonAction website, the Clearinghouse aso
shared awareness materials, videos, music and publications produced by NOUSs/Article 5
countries, in different languages. The Information Management Team participated in regional or
national workshops related to information, communication and education issues.

26. Giving a voice to the Montreal Protocol community through the OzonAction Special Issue.
The Clearinghouse provided NOUs and others with the key information about mgor ozone
protection developments in industry, governments, NGOs, and international organisations by
producing HCFC Phase-out: Convenient Opportunity to Safeguard the Ozone Layer and Climate,
an OzonAction special issue on HCFCs. Articles authored by key figures in the global ozone
protection community reflect on the achievements and future challenges of this multilateral
environmental agreement. It was launched and distributed at MOP-20. This hardcopy newsletter
was produced in English. The electronic versions of this issue were distributed through
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OzonAction website in Arabic, Chinese, French, Russian and Spanish. The production of the
Chinese version was done in cooperation with the NOU of China. The special issueisavailablein
PDF in all six UN languages at www.unep.fr/ozonaction/news/oan.htm.

27. Disseminating information to support capacity building. The Clearinghouse reproduced and
provided training manuals, guidelines and other information tools that (a) facilitated capacity
building and training of new Ozone Officers and their assistants to ensure their quick
understanding of Montreal Protocol requirements (b) serviced the national and regiona
workshops organized by the Regional CAP teams. In 2008, the Clearinghouse dispatched over
19,000 hardcopy documents in response to requests received from individuals, distribution to
workshop participants, and dissemination during outreach events.

28. Collecting and sharing 0zone protection publications through the Multi-media Collection. The
Clearinghouse obtained, processed and catalogued 272 new items sourced from around the world.
OzonAction maintains the largest collection of ozone protection documents, videos, audio tracks,
and awareness materials which reflects the rich knowledge of the global Montreal Protocol
community. http://www.unep.fr/ozonaction/information/mmc/main.asp

29. Keeping key members of the Montreal Protocol community up-to-date on breaking news
through E-news services. The Clearinghouse provided the latest ozone protection news to Ozone
Officers and other stakeholders via "direct delivery" email news services, which included 24
issues of OzoNews; 6 issues of Regular Update on Methyl Bromide Alternatives (RUMBA); 6
issues of Climate and Ozone Update (CL103).

30. Providing ozone-related web services to a global audience. Through the OzonAction web site
(www.unep.fr/ozonaction), the Clearinghouse provided targeted information to 170,807 unique
visitors who used the site in 2008, amounting to more than 4.2 million hits. These users
downloaded more than 820,000 PDF documents. If one assumes that someone would not spend
their time downloading a PDF file (often large) without reading some/all of it, then thisfigureisa
good proxy for how many people actually read some or part of the documents provided by
OzonAction.

31. Conducting strategic outreach at key internationa events. With an aim to promoting synergies
and increasing communication and cooperation between the different MEA communities, the
Clearinghouse distributed awareness materials about the Montreal Protocol and the Basdl,
Rotterdam and Stockholm Conventions at the MOP-20. The Clearinghouse organised the first
paperless exhibition and distributed all new publications on a USB-key. The Clearinghouse also
raised the awareness of children from more than 100 countries about ozone depletion causes and
conseguences. This was achieved through sessiong/activities at the Volvo Adventure Finals held
in Gothenburg, Sweden in 8 May 2008 and UNEP International Children's Conference on the
Environment (ICC) held in Stavanger, Norway 16-20 June 2008. During the M OP-20 meeting the
first education workshop was organised for some private schools in Doha, Qatar. UNESCO Sub-
regional Centre in Dohatook the OzonAction educational tools for their own work programme.

Special initiativesin 2008

32. Mobilising co-financing for ICE services produced under the Multilateral Fund. In 2008, asin
previous years, the Information Clearinghouse continued to seek co-financing (both direct and in-
kind contributions) by encouraging countries, organisations and companies to translate and adapt
existing information, communication and education materials produced under the Multilateral
Fund into national languages at their own cost.
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33. The Montreal Protocol Who's Who. CAP launched a new web portal launched at the opening
of the 20th Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol, intended to honor the visionaries,
innovators and implementers who are making the Montreal Protocol a global environmental
success story. The Montreal Protocol Who's Who is the first collection of biographies from the
Montreal Protocol Community.

34. Refrigeration sector publications. Contributing to the visibility of the Montreal Protocol at a
high-level to develop a second specia international booklet of the magazine "Industria &
Formazione' entitled “Ozone Protection, Climate Change and Energy Efficiency: Montreal -
Kyoto”. This issue featured articles written by internationally-renown experts in industry,
government, and research institutes. This issue focuses on alternatives to HCFCs, including both
natural and fluorinated refrigerants. This magazine, which was launched at the 20th Meeting of
the Parties in Doha, was produced by the Centro Studi Galileo in cooperation with UNEP's
OzonAction Programme, the International Institute of Refrigeration, and the Associazione dei
Tecnici del Freddo, under the auspices of the Italian Ministry of the Environment. This activity
only used CAP staff time

35. Olympic Games. UNEP provided information and guidance to the Beijing Organising
Committee for the Games of the XXIX Olympiad (BOCOG) to further include the Montreal
Protocol and ozone protection issue into the agenda of the 2008 Beijing Olympic Games through
cooperation. This is being done within the framework of the UNEP-BOCOG Memorandum of
Understanding, for which OzonAction Programme hel ped to introduce the ozone protection issue.
Therefore, the Olympic Games were ozone-friendly Olympics. This only involved CAP staff
time.

Capacity building activities

36. The Capacity Building Team (CBT), which is part of the CAP Coordination team located in
Paris, consists of 2 Professional and 2 General Service staff members funded by the Multilateral
Fund, as well as one consultant funded through a bilateral project. The following are highlights of
the achievements of the CBT in 2008.

Capacity building services

37. Training Manual for Customs Officers (second edition). The CBT completed the related tasks
for this project. The final product was produced in November 2008 and was officially presented
at the WCO Headquarters in Brussels, Belgium during the International Customs Day celebration
in January 2009 in a ceremony led by the Director General of WCO. UNEP disseminated the
manual in electronic format via the CAP Policy and Enforcement Officers and the OzonAction
website (http://www.unep.fr/ozonaction/topics/customs.htm), and then via hardcopies to the
National Ozone Units in February 2009. Although not part of the original plan, CAP was able to
trandlate the manual into French and Spanish within the original project costs though cost-
effective implementation. Both versions are now in the layout and production phase and will be
made available to NOUs electronically viathe OzonAction website in early 2009.

38. Online Customs Officers’ Training Module. Based on the overall cooperation framework of
the MOU signed between UNEP and World Customs Organisation (WCO) in 2003, UNEP,
through its DTIE OzonAction Branch and the WCO, have agreed to work together to develop an
interactive e-learning module on the Montreal Protocol and the Green Customs Initiative. An
SSFA with WCO was signed in November 2008 to undertake the project. Through this
cooperation, WCO is contributing in-kind resources that reflect a mobilization of additional non-
Multilateral Fund resources. WCO is providing staff time for development of the course software,
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costs for hosting and maintaining the system, and services to outreach/promote the training
module to the global customs community.

39. HCFC Help Centre._Following the Parties’ decision X1X/6, UNEP launched the HCFC Help
Centre (http://www.unep.fr/ozonaction/topics/hcfc.asp) in November 2007 with support from the
Government of Sweden to serve as a core information source for Article 5 countries on issues
concerning the accelerated phase out of HCFCs. This website gathers relevant information and
guidance on policies, available technologies, partnerships and awareness activities and materials
that could help countries and other relevant actors in the sector in their efforts to phase out the
said substance. During 2008, UNEP updated the website on aregular basis.

40. Study on Challenges related to Halon Banking in Developing Countries. In close consultation
with the Co-Chairs of the Halon Technical Option Committee, UNEP contracted the services of a
halon banking expert (and HTOC member) to conduct a thorough study of the challenges facing
developing countries that received funding to establish national halon banks, particularly in terms
of sustainable management of their halon banking systems beyond 2010. The results of this study
shall be used to develop proposals and identify practical guidance to help halon bank managers
make informed choices and decisions to improve their operations and implement effective long-
term strategies to ensure successful phase out. The project will be completed in 2009.

41. Green Customs Initiative (GCI). This initiative was developed by UNEP (DTIE OzonAction
and Chemicals and Division of Environmental Law and Conventions) in close collaboration with
the Secretariats of the participating Multilateral Environmental Agreements (Basel, Montreal,
Stockholm, Rotterdam, CITES, Cartagena) as well as Interpol, the Organisation for the
Prohibition of Chemica Weapons, the World Customs Organization and the United Nations
Office of Drugs and Crime (UNODC). The Initiative is a partnership of international
organisations cooperating to enhance the capacity of customs and other relevant enforcement
personnel to monitor and facilitate the legal trade and to detect and prevent illegal trade in
environmentally-sensitive commodities covered by the relevant conventions and multilateral
MEAs. Thisis achieved through awareness-raising on all the relevant international agreements as
well as provision of assistance and tools to the enforcement community. Green Customs is
designed to complement and enhance existing customs training efforts under the respective
agreements.

42. In 2008 there were two Green Customs Initiative workshops; these were held in Caracas,
Venezuela — a regional workshop involving 10 Latin America and the Caribbean countries. The
other workshop was held in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia for customs officers of Ethiopia and Djibouti.
In addition to these workshops the Green Customs Initiative was presented at: the 4th Rotterdam
Convention COP Rome, Italy; the Interpol 6th International Conference on Environmental Crime
Lyon, France; the Cartagena Protocol on Biodiversity (COP-MOP-4); a customs training course
on the principles for Customs and Environmental Cooperation organised by the U.S. E.P.A. for
Central American countries; the World Customs Organisation Enforcement Committee; the WCO
Regional Intelligence Liaison Office (RILO) Contact Points meetings for (a) Eastern and Central
Europe, and (b) Western Europe; and a number of other enforcement /illegal trade workshops and
meetings. The 4™ Green Customs Initiative Partners meeting was held in January 2008 in Paris.

43. The Green Customs Guide to Multilateral Environmental Agreements was completed and
published. This guide was produced by the Green Customs Initiative Secretariat through a
collaborative effort of the Partners of the Initiative. This guide provides information and guidance
to Customs and other border control officers to assist in their efforts to combat illegal and
facilitate illegal trade. The Green Customs I nitiative website was completely updated.
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44. Further regiona and national Green Customs Initiative workshops in 2008 were delayed due
to lack of co-financing from other partners. The Initiative has since secured co-funding from
Green Customs Partners and bilateral support outside the Multilateral Fund of approximately US$
300,000.

Programme management support

45. Support for submissions, reporting requirements, and compliance-related issues. On aregular

basis throughout the year, the CBT provided core support to CAP management including:

= Support for the overall development of Business Planning, Work Programming, CAP Budget
Progress Reporting and Implementation Delays.

= Collected, monitored, reviewed and submitted on behalf of management project proposals

and other inputs from the Regional CAP teams related to Executive Committee submissions.

Coordinated CAP sinputs to the Implementation Committee.

Monitored and reported on all IS projects implemented by UNEP.

Assisted with the development of common compliance monitoring tools through oMIS.

Developed internal guidelines for HCFC Management Plans and other HCFC-related issues.

Provided the Help Desk function for the regional CAP teams including collection and

analysis of regional trends, development of guidelines and assistance with compliance-related

issues.

B. REGIONAL ACTIVITIES

46. In 2008, UNEP facilitated the operation of 10 Regional/Sub-regional Networks involving 148
members from developing countries and countries with economies in transition as well as 14
developed countries and the European Commission. These included:

Latin America-South (10 countries, with participation of USA and Canada);

Latin America-Centrd (9 countries, with participation of USA and Canada);

Caribbean (14 countries, with participation of USA and Canada);

English-speaking Africa (26 countries, with participation of Germany);

French-speaking Africa (27 countries, with participation of France and Switzerland);

West Asia (12 countries, with participation of France and Germany);

South Asia (13 countries, with participation of Japan);

Southeast Asia and the Pacific (11 countries, with participation of Australia and Sweden. This

Network is funded by the Government of Sweden);

» Pecific Island Countries (13 countries, with participation of Australia, New Zealand and
Sweden. This Network is funded through the CAP budget and was newly approved at the end
of 2008);

» Europe and Central Asia (12 Article 5 countries, with participation of Austria, Czech Republic,

Hungary, Romania, Slovak Republic, Sweden and the European Commission as well as the

involvement of WCO's Regional Intelligence Liaison Offices, Environmental Investigation

Agency and International Institute of Refrigeration).

47. Major activities and achievements of the Regional Networks and the regional CAP teams are
highlighted below. The completed list of services provided to Article 5 countries in 2008 is
contained in Annex I1.

Africa
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48. The focus of the Africa CAP team in 2008 was on the implementation of TPMPs for a large
number of African countries where UNEP has been requested by the Governments to be the lead

agency.

49. Fifteen (15) new TPMPs were approved during 2008, bringing the total number of TPMP
implemented by UNEP in the Africa region to thirty (30). In al of these cases, UNEP was
selected as the lead Implementing Agency. As such, the CAP has the responsibility to oversee the
implementation of the component by the cooperating agencies (UNDP, UNIDO and France) and
coordinate the reporting and the submission of the requests for second tranches. Joint missions
were organized in several countries with the cooperating agencies to ensure successful
implementation of the TPMPs. In 2008, the CAP team also completed the implementation of 1st
tranches of the TPMP for sixteen (16) and was in position to successfully abtain the approval on
three (3) 2™ tranches. The remaining thirteen (13) requests for 2™ tranches TPMP were prepared
for submission to the first Executive Committee meeting of 2009.

50. The ROA CAP team organized and participated in six regional and sub-regional meetings
during the 2008, four of which were thematic meetings on TPMP implementation. The CAP team
facilitated national training workshops for refrigeration technicians, customs officers,
environmental inspectors and other import control officers (including the Montreal Protocol
component of a Green Customs Initiative workshop), as well as stakeholders' consultative
meetings on methyl bromide phase in a number of African countries during the year 2008
(including aregional methyl bromide workshop for Arab speaking countries jointly with the West
Asia CAP team and national methyl bromide workshops in Nigeria, Sierra Leone and
Zimbabwe).

51. The CAP team worked with sub-regiona groups (SACU, COMESA, CEMAC, UEMOA,
WCO Regional Intelligence Liaison Offices and the WCO Regiona Capacity Building Centre for
East and Southern Africa) with a view to enhancing their roles in the control of trade in ODS.
This cooperation combined with the customs training at national and sub-regional levels resulted
in strengthening of the participation of custom officers in monitoring and prevention of illegal
ODS trade in the region. For example, the CAP team facilitated a nationa Green Customs
Workshop in Kenya, fully funded by the WCO Regional Capacity Building Centre for Eastern
and Southern Africa. The CAP team was able to organize three (3) sub-regional workshops in
cooperation with the government of France in three economic sub-regions (CEMAC, COMESA
and ECOWAYS). Through its cooperation with CEMAC, the CAP team in consultation with the
CEMAC Customs Training School to assist in the review of the training curricula taking into
account the enforcement of the sub-regional ODS regulations. Consultations are underway for the
signing of a cooperation framework between UNEP Regional Office for Africa (UNEP ROA) and
the CEMAC School to that effect.

52. In collaboration with UNEP' s Division of Environmental Law and Conventions (DELC), the
CAP team organized a sub-regional Green Customs Initiative Workshop for Ethiopia, Eritrea and
Djibouti (though Eritrea did not attend). This was done in cooperation with the Government of
United State of Americaviatheir Embassy in Addis Ababa. The CAP team promoted cooperation
with other Implementing Agencies and region in enhancing joint implementation of methyl
bromide phase out activities at national and regiona levels. In particular, the CAP team
undertook joint project implementations with UNIDO in providing technical and policy
assistance to sustain methyl bromide phase-out in Zambia and Zimbabwe. The team collaborated
with ROWA region in implementing Methyl Bromide Phase-out Programme including organizing
of ajoint thematic workshop on methyl bromide phase out in dates.
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53. By the end of the year 2008, all African countries including Somalia had reported their Article
7 datafor all year up to 2007. Special assistance was provided to a few countries to achieve such
result and to ascertain that those countries were in compliance with specific Implementation
Committee recommendations (i.e. Cote d’Ivoire, Democratic Republic of Congo, Eritrea Guinea
Bissau, Kenya, Nigeria, Somalia).

54. The CAP team also assisted countries that have not yet established licensing and quota
systems to speed up the approval process. As a result four (4) countries (Botswana, Equatorial
Guinea, Mozambique and Sierra Leone, Tanzania) approved their ODS licensing and quota
systems and the few remaining countries have submitted their ODS Regulations for final approval
(i.e. Angola, Eritrea).

55. CAP assisted severa countries in preparing ratification documents for the Amendments to the
Protocol. Three (3) African countries have ratified all pending amendments to the Montreal
protocol during the year 2008. Some of them had the process approved by countries parliaments
awaiting notification of the UN depositary.

56. With the support of the regional Information Team of UNEP ROA (which is not funded by
the Multilateral Fund), the CAP team implemented a set of activities on the Montreal Protocol
implementation in the Africa region. This included organization of two 2 sub-regional journalist
workshops on the Montreal Protocol in back-to-back with Africa network meetings in West
Africaand in Southern Africa. The workshop involved journalists from 15 countries in the 2 sub-
regions members of the African Environmental Journalist Network. The CAP and the Information
team have been working together in updating Montreal Protocol webpage on the UNEP ROA
official website. Information on this website is regularly updated by material from the CAP team,
including facts sheets on methyl bromide alternatives for different uses. The UNEP ROA
Information Team also assisted the CAP team in the preparation of a publication on the updated
Patterns of Achievement in the Implementation of the Montreal Protocol in Africa.

57. The CAP team continued receiving requests from countries in the region seeking support for
surveys on HCFC consumption and preparation of HCFC Phase out Management Plans
(HPMPs). The requests for 30 African countries were submitted and were approved by the
Executive Committee in 2008 for the preparation of HPMPs. The CAP team initiated the process
for preparation of the HPMP in the region with a small expert’s group consultative workshop held
back to back with a TPMP sub-regional train-the-trainer workshop for refrigeration experts held
in December 2008 in Lilongwe, Malawi.

58. The CAP team provided continuous support to many NOUs for specific country needs as well
as the implementation of their Institutional Strengthening projects. Most of this support was done
through bilateral discussion during network meetings, MOP, Implementation Committee,
Executive Committee, and other regional forums as well as targeted country visits based on
specific request or during TPMP training workshops. Some of the assistance was provided to
NOUs through South-South cooperation with exchange of expertise between countries within the
region (experts from Burkina Faso to Chad and Guinea Bissau, Expert from Comoros to Togo
and Madagascar, Experts from Ghana and Malawi to Gambia, Ghana, Mozambique, Exerts from
Senegal to Mali and Mauritania).

Asia and Pacific

59. During the past six years, compliance continued to be the main theme for the ROAP CAP
team. In 2008, even more so, as the year was critical to assess countries compliance situation with
regard to the 2007 control measures and to gear up for 2010 control measure. UNEP organized
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regular Network meetings and thematic meetings to address critical issues facing the countries in
meeting Montreal Protocol compliance targets, in particular, gearing-up towards achieving zero
consumption of CFCs, halons and CTC by 2010. To meet the above objectives, some of the main
activities undertaken by UNEP ROAP CAP team in 2008 are given below.

Compliance assistance — achieving ODS phase-out targets

60. Assistance was provided to the following countries for compliance with their action plans:
Fiji Plan of Action for methyl bromide (Decision XVI1/33), Iran compliance with CTC (Decision
X1X/27), Maldives Plan of Action for CFC (Decision XV/37), Nepal Plan of Action for CFC
(Decision XV1/27), Pakistan Plan of Action for halon (Decision XV1/29), Pakistan Plan of Action
for CTC (Decision XVI11/31). In addition, assistance was provided to Bangladesh during the year
2008 to expedite implementation of NPP activities and CFC MDI phase-out project
(Recommendation 40/6 and 41/3 of Implementation Committee).

61. The action plans of the countries are discussed in detail along with Implementing Agencies,
bilateral partners, Ozone Secretariat and Multilateral Fund Secretariat during the Informal
Advisory Group (IAG) meetings held in the margins of the network meetings in Langkawi in
March 2008, and in Tokyo in September 2008. While al these countries are progressing in a
systematic manner in achieving their commitments under their respective plans and have
achieved their Montreal Protocol targets in the year 2007, challenges in reducing CFC
consumption to zero by 31 December 2009 are anticipated particularly in achieving CFC MDI
phase-out in the five CFC MDI manufacturing countries. Details of specific steps relating to
compliance are given in Annex 3 to this document.

62. In addition to these services, CAP provided assistance to Bangladesh for addressing queries
relating to their CFC consumption in the refrigeration and air conditioning (RAC) and MDI
applications in the 40" and 41% meetings of the Implementation Committee. This included
working with the Government of Bangladesh to ensure expeditious implementation of CFC
phase-out in MDI manufacturing in line with approval of CFC MDI transition strategy in 52™
meeting of the Executive Committee and implementing NPP activities to ensure that consumption
of CFCs in RAC sector is minimised through recovery of CFCs, retrofitting equipment where
feasible etc. Assistance was also provided to India during the Core Group meetings and
Langkawi Network meeting through a special consultative dialogue in the margins, for addressing
compliance challenges faced by them in reducing CFC consumption in RAC sector and CFC
MDI manufacturing. Support was also provided to India on controls that need to be exercised for
implementation of CFC production sector accelerated phase-out project approved in the 56"
Meeting of the Executive Committee.

63. To assist countries facing challenges on account of CFC consumption in MDI manufacturing
and facilitate, if required, their EUN preparation post 2010, two consultative meetings were
organised by ROAP CAP team with MTOC experts, NOUs, industry, implementing agencies and
Ozone & Multilateral Fund Secretariat. A brief overview of the consultative meetings is
presented in the section on “ Consultative meeting on EUNS’ in the progress report.

Network meetings and other regional consultations

64. The following network meetings for South Asia and SEAP countries were conducted in the
year 2008.

Pattaya, Thailand 2010 compliance and preparation for HCFC phase-out”

65. Back-to-back with the Joint Network meeting in March 2008, CFC MDI phase-out thematic
meeting was held with participation from NOUs, hedth authorities;, MTOC members,
representatives from industry and technical experts. During this meeting, way ahead for
expedited completion of CFC MDI phase-out both in CFC MDI producing countries and
importing countries were elaborately discussed. Discussions were held with CFC MDI
manufacturing countries for ensuring expeditious implementation of CFC MDI phase-out
projects.

66. Back-to-back with the South Asia Network meeting in September 2008, an ODS destruction
workshop was held. In this workshop, information was shared on destruction issues including
experiences on ODS destruction in Australia, Japan and USA, possible technical options of
disposal of unwanted CFCs including use of technologies to convert CFC to other commercially
useful non-ODS products. Information on Voluntary Carbon Markets (VCM) was shared with the
participants so that they could explore possible use of such co-funding facilities for ODS
destruction. As a part of this workshop, site visit of ODS officers to devoted facilities Kankyo-
Soken (superheated steam reactor, catalytic reactor) and the San-yu Plant and Co-incineration
facility (waste incinerator) were undertaken on 20 September 2008.

67. In the margins of the Tokyo South Asia Network meeting held in September 2008, a
consultative meeting was held with CFC MDI producing industries and NOUs on preparation of
Essential Use Nominations (EUNs). The focus of the meeting was to give them NOUs an
overview of the EUN review process that would be adopted by the Medical Technical Options
Committee (MTOC) and what information needs to be provided in their nominations to help
MTOC understand the country-level situation in their respective countries on need for MDI
manufacturing and make their recommendations on EUNs. A draft EUN was prepared by
countries and inputs were provided on information that they need to provide to augment their
EUNS.

68. In the both the network meetings, activities relating to HPMPs were discussed with the
countries. Though the policies relating to project preparation for HCFC phase-out were under
consultations during the 54", 55" and 56™ Executive Committee meetings, activities which could
help the countries in quick starting consultations with national stakeholders on the HCFC phase-
out, out-reach on accelerated HCFC phase-out and consultations on regulatory interventions
needed including ratification of Copenhagen and Beijing Amendments were discussed. In
addition to these consultations, issues relating to phase-out of halons, CTC and methyl bromide
and sustaining ODS phase-out after 31 December 2009 deadline were discussed with the
countries.  As a part of Langkawi Network meeting held in March 2008, one day session was
organised in cooperation with GTZ, Germany on “HCFC adjustment — Technical alternatives and
Policy options’. During the SEAP Network meeting, a ste visit was undertaken to Dalkin air-
conditioner and compressor plantsin Thailand.

Regional Enforcement Network (REN) Meeting
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69. Back-to-back with the South Asia and SEAP Network meetings held in September 2008, the
second Regional Enforcement Network (REN) meeting for Asia and the Pacific region was held
in Bangkok, with participation of the ECA Regional Network Coordinator and 6 ECA Network
member countries. At this meeting, the informal Prior Informed Consent (iPIC) mechanism
agreed by all countries took a major step forward toward more comprehensive application. All
countries agreed to include HCFCs in the system. At the same time the system is being adopted
globally with Columbia, Armenia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tgjikistan, Turkmenistan, and
Uzbekistan joining the iPIC and providing information on registered importers/exporters through
the Information Sheet on ODS Licensing. The European Commission is also a very active
participant in the iPIC. In Sri Lanka, the eGRID system for risk profiling with regard to ODS
illegal trade was introduced and is now fully operational. The MEA-REN News Flash was
developed and will be distributed twice ayear. A weekly Environmental Crime Media Update is
distributed widely providing an overview of latest press articles on environmental crime.

70. The Regional Partners Forum on Combating Environmental Crime meetings were held in
March and August 2008. Four partners, United Nations Office of Drug Control (UNODC),
UNEP, TRAFFIC (an NGO) and Freeland Foundation finalised a joint Programme "Regional
Coordination and Cooperation in the Fight against Trans-national Crime in Southeast Asia
(PATROL)", which will aim at including control of illegal trade of ODS into the Border Liaison
Offices of countriesin the Mekong sub-region.

Consultative meeting on EUNs

71. At the request of the members of network countries and in consultation with the Ozone
Secretariat, a consultative meeting on Essential Use Nominations (EUNS) that may be required by
Article 5 countries for CFC MDI manufacturing countries post 31 December 2009 was discussed.
In this meeting, NOUs, industry representatives, Ozone Secretariat, MLFS, Implementing and
bilateral agencies, and IPAC representatives participated and discussed on how expeditious CFC
MDI phase-out in manufacturing industries can be implemented and main aspects that need to be
considered by the countries while examining requests that may have to submit for EUNs. Inputs
from these consultations were provided to Ozone Secretariat for revising EUN Handbook based
on decisions taken by the Parties in 20" MOP.

Awareness activities

= In January 2008, UNEP ROAP organized a Brainstorming Session on Regional Strategic
Information, Education and Communication (IEC) Action Plan for 2008-2010. The session
brought together selected key media people and 2 national ozone officers from Asia and the
Pacific region. The plan had been drafted and comments were gathered from UNEP DTIE
OzonAction Branch, The Multilateral Fund and countriesin the region.

= UNEP ROAP in cooperation with TVE Japan produced 4 “My Ozone Wish” PSAs featuring
cel ebrities/characters which are well-known in Asia-Pacific. The PSAs were launched during
the 28" OEWG meeting held in Bangkok, 7 July 2008. UNEP ROAP has the initiative to
distribute them to NOUs for their use in their countries on awareness on Ozone Depletion and
need for Ozone Layer Protection.

= Ozzy Ozone. The Ozzy Ozone Animated film was translated into Nepali. The comic book
Ozzy Goes Island Hopping was launched during the 28™ OEWG meeting held in Bangkok, 7
July 2008. This event was joined by many national ozone officers from across the world,
media people including representatives from the National Scout Organization of Thailand,
UNESCO and Sony BMG. The Ozzy Ozone booklets had been translated into Bahasa,
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Indonesia and its character was used in several campaign materials. During the World
Environment Day 2008, the NOU in Indonesia produced Ozzy Ozone Game for use in the
celebration.

= UNEP ROAP in cooperation with the International Federation of Environmental Journalists
(IFEJ), a worldwide network, which was formed in Dresden, Germany, in 1993 organized
UNEP Ozone and Climate Change Media Workshop, 21-23 April 2008 in Singapore.

The workshop was open to journalists from al parts of the globe: North America, Latin
America, Africa, Europe, West Asia and Asia and Pacific. It included print and electronic
media and attempted a gender balance. As a general principle, there was equal representation
of business and environmental journalists. 1t was addressed by representatives from business
and industry, UNEP, the World Bank and Asian Development Bank; global organizations
like the World Business Council for Sustainable Development; NGOs and media persons.

Some of the subjects that were covered during the workshop included pressing issues on the
environment as a whole, which have direct implications and links with the business sector.
These include: ozone layer protection, an introduction to carbon trading, energy conservation,
aternative energies, and biofuel.

During the workshop, the assessment report Illegal Trade in Ozone Depleting Substances:
Asia and Pacific Region was launched. It analyses the smuggling reasons, routes and trends
of ODS and also presents the outcome of a desk study on trans-boundary movement of ODS
in region. 9 news articles on ozone issues were released from the UNEP Ozone and Climate
Media Workshop in Singapore, April 2008.

e UNEP conducted an awareness event in Langkawi, Malaysia on CFC MDI phase-out and
Langkawi Public-Private Partnership on CFC MDI phase-out. This event included
participants from industry, UNEP and media. The event was designed exclusively for media
and the topics discussed during the event were (a) some basic knowledge on ozone-related
issues and the Montreal Protocol (b) MDlIs challenges and trends, awareness and interface
with national stakeholders, HCFCs (c) background and challenge, and information resources
where media could find some information on MDIs, HCFCs and other ozone related issues.
In addition, participants also had an opportunity to understand about the OzonOrbit E-forum
and how this initiative would involve media people and journalists. Question and Answer
Session was also held at the end of each session. Five media participants attended the
meeting — Bernama, The Sun- Malaysia, China People’s Daily, Antara and the President of
the Organization of Asia Pacific News Agencies (OANA).

=  UNEP ROAP organized 2008 International Ozone Day Celebration in cooperation with the
Thai NOU on 13 September 2008 in one of the most visited shopping mallsin Bangkok, The
Mall Bangkapi Department Store. The activities included panel discussion on ozone-related
issues, exhibition on ozone layer protection, Ozzy and Zoe Snakes and Ladders Game and a
mini concert by famous Thai singers to attract the public into the event. There was aso the
launched of OzonAction Education Pack for Secondary Schools.

= UNEP ROAP tarted a collaboration with Asia-Pacific Broadcasting Union (ABU) for: (a)
UNEP-ABU PSA Production Awards for the Development of Ozone Layer Protection
Programming, (b) Dissemination of “My Ozone Wish” PSAs through ABU’s Satellite Feeds
to ABU members

= UNEP ROAP started a collaboration with Ruamrudee International School (RIS) for ozone-
friendly school project which includes. (a) As a pilot activity, RIS will use activities
suggested in the OzonAction Education Pack for Secondary Schools in one of the
supplemental elective course in the Middle School section in RIS. (b) Celebrating the
International Ozone Day, 16 September 2009 at a school-wide assembly with former students
of the OzonAction elective course by presenting their learning to their peers and to members
of the Parents’ Auxiliary; (c) Creating an ozone-theme section on social networking websites
such as NING etc. for further outreach ozone related issues to internet users, especialy to
younger audience and students.

= The CAP team developed following fact sheets in 2008:
- Role of industry in awareness raising activities for transition from CFC based MDIs
- Guidance to Article 5 parties on Preparation of Essential Use Nominations (EUNS)
- Reporting Accounting Framework for Essential Use Exemptions
- Setting up arefrigeration industry association
- Good practices in Refrigeration and air-conditioning service sector
- Certification system for technicians handling ODS refrigerants

South-south cooperation

72. As a part of South-south cooperation and expedited CAP assistance initiatives, the following
major activities were undertaken during the year 2008.

* Republic of Korea agreed to continue exchange of information with Pakistan on exports of
CTC to Pakistan from Samsung. This facilitated achievement of compliance of Pakistan with
their CTC phase-out plans as per decision XV111/31.

= Capacity building programs were organised for the new NOU team in Maldives with
assistance from Ozone Officer and Sri Lanka. This was held back-to-back with the CFC
MDI phase-out awareness workshop in Maldives where representative from National Asthma
Association, Sri Lanka and National Asthma Council, Australia participated.

= For ODS trade enforcement, the Nepa border dialogue was held in October 2008.
Participants included representatives from the Customs and Ozone Office of Nepal, Bhutan,
Bangladesh, India and Sri Lanka. This was organised back-to-back with a CFC MDI
awareness workshop in Nepal. During this border dialogue, continued strengthening of
cooperation on ODS trade controls, especialy HCFC trade, by Nepal, Bangladesh, Bhutan
with India was agreed. Further, the countries agreed to hold bilateral consultations between
trading partners (e.g., bilateral consultations between India and Nepa customs) during the
year 2009. Consultations on other border dialogues (e.g., China- Mongolia border dialogue,
Laos-Cambodia-Thailand- Philippines dialogue are held along with consultations during
network meeting.

73. Mongolia ratified Beijing Amendment in June 2008. UNEP ROAP CAP team is closely
following up with Timor Leste for ratification of Montreal Protocol and its amendments with
assistance from Ozone Secretariat.

74. In the current context, UNEP ROAP CAP team is implementing activities to address the
immediate ODS phase-out challenges to achieve 2010 targets and initiate HPMP activities to
work towards addressing 2013 and 2015 HCFC phase-out targets. This involves prioritising
country level activities to address the above through completion of ongoing National Phase-out
Plan (NPP)/ TPMP activities and expeditiously creating institutional structures and processes for
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managing HCFC phase out. This would form the core of the future strategic approach of UNEP
CAP and would be well-aligned with the global CAP approach.

L atin America and the Caribbean

75. In 2008, the LAC Network meetings were carried out as follow:

= One Joint Main Meeting of the three Networks was organized in Santo Domingo, Dominican
Republic, which was attended by NOUs from the Latin American and Caribbean regions,
UNDP, UNIDO, Environment Canada and both Secretariats.

= Thematic meeting to follow up on TPMP implementation in the Eastern Caribbean states,
carried out in St. Lucia.

» Thematic regiona workshop for Latin Americaon MDIsin Buenos Aires, Argentina.

= Follow up Meeting of the Caribbean Network of Ozone Officers, celebrated in Georgetown,
Guyana.

76. In order to analyze and develop agreed strategies, each particular situation causing project
delays, non-compliance or potential non-compliance special, bilateral meetings with
Implementing Agencies and National Ozone Officers were arranged back-to-back with the
Network Meetings and Workshops.

77. Guided by the decisions of the MOP, special and dedicated compliance support assistance
was provided to countries in actual or potential non-compliance such as Barbados, Ecuador, El
Salvador, Haiti, Honduras, and Paraguay.

78. Other regiona meetings.

= Together with the Centra American Commission for Development (CCAD) and with
assistance from the USA, a sub-regional workshop on Implementation of Multilateral
Environmental Agreements (MEAS) was carried out in El Salvador in second quarter of 2008.
The aim of the workshop was to test a training manual, prepared by USEPA, using UNEFP's
Green Customs approach, in order to create awareness and explore synergies between
different MEAs with trade related provisions, particularly in the context of the Central
American and Dominican Republic Free Trade Agreements (CAFTA/DR). The workshop
was attended by customs and environmental officers and other regiona agencies from
member countries of CAFTA/DR, including Panama and Belize, as well as representatives of
CCAD, USEPA, Regional Coordinating Centre of Basel Convention and UNEP. UNEP CAP
team together with regional and government experts, provided policy guidance using the
Montreal Protocol approachesto MEA implementation.

* |n addition, the Latin American Green Customs Initiative training took place in Caracas,
Venezuela in February 2008. The aim was to strengthen compliance and enforcement of
MEAs through integrated capacity building for customs officers within the MEA enforcement
chain. In this regard, customs officers were trained on several MEAs at the same time
(including the Montreal Protocol), making it more efficient than separate training on
individual agreements.

= Findly, in December 2008 the ODS Customs Enforcement Network Meeting for Latin
America, was organized in Panama City, Panama. The purpose of this meeting was to discuss
the regiona preliminary SWOT (Strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and threats) report to
achieve more effective national and sub-regional controls, as well as to analyze market
indicators on prices, demand and ODS availability in the region. In addition, the meeting
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served as a platform to identify tools and further implementation mechanisms to improve
ODS trade control and prevention, and to prepare the network’s work plan for 2009. The
meeting concluded with further discussions and decisions on tariff codes for HCFCs.

79. The combination of the CAP team support, national efforts and work of the other
Implementing and bilateral agencies led to the following achievements in Latin America and the
Caribbean in 2008:

= Full compliance with Article 7 data reporting requirements (33 countries reported).

» Haiti has established and strengthened its ODS legislation and import/export licensing

systems.

Belizeratified Montreal and Beijing Amendments

Costa Rica, Guyana and Saint Kitts & Nevisratified the Beijing Amendment.

Fiveindividual projects were substantively completed.

Dominica, Dominican Republic, El Salvador and Jamaica Institutional Strengthening

Projects were renewed.

» Haiti TPMP preparation funds were approved by the 54th Executive Committee.

= First tranche of funds of TPMP respectively for Guatemala, Honduras, Nicaragua, Peru,
Suriname, were approved by Multilateral Fund.

= Second and third tranche of TPMP for Dominica, Grenada, Saint Kitts & Nevis, Saint
Vincent & the Grenadines, were approved by Multilateral Fund.

= HPMP preparatory funds for Antigua & Barbuda, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Grenada,
Guyana, Honduras, Paraguay, Saint Kitts & Nevis, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincent & the
Grenadines, Suriname, were approved by Multilateral Fund.

West Asia

80. Providing support to Irag, as the largest remaining non-Party by end of 2007, was given
higher attention in 2008 where condensed efforts and communications at al levels were made in
order to ensure Irag's joining the ozone treaties. As aresult Irag acceded the Vienna Convention,
Montreal Protocol and al its amendments becoming the 193 Party by September 2008.
CAP/ROWA aso worked, in parallel, in preparing and submitting relevant project proposals and
quick action plan, in coordination with UNIDO, for Irag to catch-up with the international, almost
completed, phase-out business of Annexes A & B. Comprehensive capacity building workshop
for 35 national experts aswell as several orientation and coordination meetings were conducted in
2008 to assist Iraq in promptly prepare and submit information on current and historical ODS
consumption as well as information for the preparation of Country Programme and National
Phase-out Plan.

81. Another example of providing in depth support for party in non-compliance was the case of
Saudi Arabia. CAP/ROWA assisted Saudi Arabia to prepare its first national comprehensive
report on the use of Methyl Bromide in al sectors which helped the country in its request to
change the baseline consumption of MB. The help was also extended to the country to review the
request compliance with XV/19 requirements. Accordingly, Saudi Arabia granted the approval of
change of baseline which solved the non-compliance situation.

82. Thematic considerations of West Asia member states were addressed as planned and agreed
with network's members. Two thematic regiona events were organized by CAP/ROWA in 2008
addressing the use of Methyl Bromide and alternatives in the Date industry which is one of the
recent emerging concerns for the Arab region as the main Date producing region. CAP/ROWA
organized, as well, the second round-table meeting for updating the refrigeration and air-
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conditioning technical and vocational curricula as a follow-up on the work started in 2007 at the
regional level.

83. The issue of HCFC continued to be the most striking topic after the 2007 Montreal
Adjustment. Apart of the work to submit and prepare HCFC Phase-out Management Strategies
(HPMPs), CAP/ROWA worked very closely with the regional political institutions to ensure the
reflection of the new commitments within regional strategies, action plans and declarations of the
GCC Environment Ministerial Meeting and meetings of the Council of Arab Ministers
responsible for Environment (CAMRE) in cooperation with both the GCC Secretariat and the
League of Arab States. Additionaly, CAP/ROWA, as requested by GCC member states, started
preparing a regional study on the future of air-conditioning industry in the Gulf region in light of
the HCFC phase-out acceleration.

84. Continue the implementation of ongoing crucial phase-out projectsi.e. TPMP/NPP was also
another regional priority that CAP/ROWA gave attention in 2008 in order to catch up with the
2010 phase-out commitments. Efficient implementation of TPMP/NPP was considered through
ensuring the involvement of key stakeholders in the implementation process benefiting of lessons
learned from the implementation of RMPs and introducing the sustainability dimension whenever
feasible. Incorporating the new HCFC brought forward commitments was also took into
consideration particularly in the processes where ODS legislations are aimed to be revised or
enforced under TPMPs/NPPs.

85. Carry on with introducing the required capacity building assistance to newly NOUs
established or recently changed ODS officers was also given specia attention particularly for Irag
and Saudi Arabia as new NOUs and for Kuwait where new ODS Officer is taking responsibility.
Assistance to ensure meeting the reporting deadlines and formats as well as regularly developing
progress and financial reports was provided.

86. The Green Customs Initiative (GCI) is gaining more and more attention by countries in West
Asia region; CAP/ROWA has been requested to assist several member states in promoting and
activating the GCI locally and sub-regionally. CAP/ROWA worked with GCC Secretariat to
include the GCI in the regional environmental strategy “Green Initiative for Environmental
Protection and Sustainable Development “adopted by GCC Ministerial meeting. Similarly, Arab
countries, through the League of Arab States, included GCI in work-plan of the Arab Technical
Team for MEAs. CAP/ROWA aso started working on translating the Green Customs Training
Manual which will be used in the regional and national meetings/workshops planned for 2009 to
promote the GCI.

Europe and Central Asia

87. The Regional Ozone Network in Europe and Central Asia (ECA) was created in 2003 with
the technical and financial support from the Multilateral Fund, the Czech Republic, Hungary and
the Slovak Republic. It is now part of UNEP CAP and includes the following 12 member
countries: Albania, Armenia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Georgia, Kyrgyzstan, Former
Y ugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Moldova, Montenegro, Serbia, Turkey and Turkmenistan.

88. The ECA network is a dynamic group of countries spread over three sub-regions (Caucasus,
Balkan, Central Asia). The following Countries with Economies in Transition (CEIT countries)
participate in selected network activities as part of their GEF-funded institutional strengthening
projects: Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Tgjikistan, Uzbekistan.
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89. Several former ECA network countries have aready acceded to the European Union and have
been reclassified as Article 2 countries. Candidate countries include Croatia, Macedonia (FYR)
and Turkey and potential candidate countries Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro and
Serbia

90. The network is supported by Implementing Agencies (UNDP, UNIDO, World Bank) and
bilateral partners (Austria, Czech Republic, European Commission, Poland, Hungary, Romania,
Sweden) as well as the Multilateral Fund Secretariat and Ozone Secretariat. Additional partners
include the World Customs Organisation's Regional Intelligence Liaison Office (RILO CIS), the
International Institute of Refrigeration (IIR) as well as industry, TEAP and TOC experts.

91. Regiona Networking provides aregular interactive forum for Ozone Officers from the region
to exchange experiences, develop skills, and share knowledge and ideas with counterparts from
both developing and developed countries in order to meet compliance, the provisions of the
Montreal Protocol and its amendments. Through regular Network and thematic meetings and on-
going dialogues, networking helps ensure that Ozone Officers have the information, skills and
contacts required for managing national ODS phase-out activities successfully. Specific
compliance assistance is provided to countries with compliance issues.

92. The ECA Network is coordinated by 2 staff based in Paris. Institutional strengthening and
training projects are implemented by the |S/CP/RMP Officer also based in Paris.

ECA highlightsin 2008

93. ECA work programme. The ECA work programme 2008 / 2009 as agreed by the ECA
network meeting in Albania consists of more than 30 distinct activities with an overall budget of
over US$ 250,000 from the Multilateral Fund and US$ 60,000 from the Global Environment
Facility (GEF).

94. Regional specificities. Specificities of the ECA network include 1) countries dispersed over
three sub-regions (Balkan, Caucasus, Central Asia) and 2) comprising accession and candidate
countries to the European Community as well as neighboring countries of China and associated
CEIT countries, 3) distinction between developing countries (Multilateral Fund supported Article
5 countries) and countries with economies in transition (CEIT) countries (GEF-supported Article
2 countries), 4) language barriers between English- and Russian-speaking countries (at least as
second language), 5) political sensitivities as well as 6) complex approva and visa procedures in
some Central Asian countries.

95. Regional HCFC/HPMP support. Regional support to HCFC phase-out and HPMP
implementation was provided in close coordination with Implementing Agencies and bilateral
partners:

= Preparation of 20 fact sheets on HCFC policy measures to facilitate policy setting at national
level. Each fact sheet contains a general description, advantages versus disadvantages,
support measures required, recommended implementation schedule, examples from other
countries and references. The fact sheets will be shared with other regions and trandated
them into main UN languages.

= Contact group meeting on HCFC-related Executive Committee decisions, guidelines and
HPMP preparation to kick-start the preparation HCFC phase-out management plans in 6
Balkan countries plus Turkmenistan. The meeting was attended by the Multilatera Fund
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Secretariat, European Commission and UNIDO and took place in Ohrid, Macedonia FYR,
15-16 May 2008.

Trandation into Russian of “Natural refrigerants — ozone & climate-friendly alternatives to
HCFCs’ with the agreement of GTZ Proklima.

Four ECA network countries (Armenia, Kyrgyzstan, Serbia, Turkey) requested UNEP to
implement the non-investment activities of their HPM Ps starting from 2010.

96. Regional projects to build institutional capacity. Two regional activities were devel oped with
the political and financial support of the bilateral partners Czech Republic and Hungary:

Joint Czech Republic / UNEP project “Initiating regional cooperation on ODS trade controls
in ECA network countries’ was approved by the Executive Committee for implementation in
2009 -2011 (see description below).

Regional Green Customs workshop funded by Czech Republic over and above their
contribution to MLF with co-funding by MLF and GEF for implementation in 2009 (see
description below).

97. Regional enforcement activities to prevent illegal trade in ODS to facilitate monitoring and
control of tradein ODS and to prevent illegal trade:

Participation of ECA network and CEIT countries in the informal Prior Informal Consent
(iPIC) initiative through the submission of iPIC info sheets informing on ODS legidlation,
import quotas, registered importers etc — 6 countries submitted their iPIC info sheet in 2008
and 4 countries aready for 2009.

Participation of selected ECA network countries in MEA regional enforcement network and
organisation of a consultation meeting with China to agree on the concept note and approach
for the planned China ECA Dialog on border enforcement in Urumgi, China. The
coordination meeting took place in the margins of the MEA regional enforcement network in
Bangkok, Thailand, 24-26 September 2008.

Encouraging ECA network countries to analyze discrepancies between ODS exports reported
by exporting countries and ODS imports reported by importing countries. The Ozone
Secretariat informed about the aggregate data and a joint session on the recommended follow-
up action was organized by the Ozone Secretariat and the staff member during the Belgrade
meetings in March 2009. A similar desk study was recently done in the European
Community.

Joint Czech Republic / UNEP project “Initiating regional cooperation on ODS trade controls
in ECA network countries’ as mentioned above. The activity will involve customs and ozone
officers from ECA network and associated CEIT countries and includes annual meetings of
Customs & Ozone Officers from ECA network and CEIT countries as well as a desk-study
analyzing discrepancies between reported imports and experts, the preparation of
enforcement tools and case studies and setting up a bilingual website (English / Russian). The
first meeting of the “ECA enforcement network” is scheduled for the first half of October
20009.

Regional Green Customs workshop as mentioned above. The activity will involve customs
and ozone officers from ECA network and associated CEIT countries and raise awareness on
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trade-related MEAS. For synergy and cost reasons, it will take place back-to-back with the
first regional meeting of the “ECA enforcement network”. Hungary considers hosting the
meeting.

= Preparation of the China ECA Dialogue on border enforcement including the establishment
of contractual arrangements and involving 2 ECA network countries, 3 CEIT countries and
Mongolia—the meeting is scheduled for 23-25 June 2009 in Urumgi, China.

= Cooperation with enforcement networks and agencies including RILO ECE, RILO CIS,
UNODC, WCO — meeting with UNODC to explore cooperation on customs training in
Turkmenistan, participation in the annual meeting of RILO ECE to inform on enforcement
activities under the Montreal Protocol and invited RILO CIS to inform the ECA network
meeting and the MEA regiona enforcement network on their MEA related enforcement
initiatives.

98. MDI activities. MDI-related activities were included in the agenda of the ECA network
meeting in Albania. Specifically for the non-MDI producing ECA network countries, a MDI
Quick Start Transition Strategy was developed in cooperation with MTOC. This strategy
triggered further MDI activities at national level in severa ECA network countries. The ECA
network provided financial assistance to 4 network countries and MDI experts from Kyrgyzstan
provided support for the MDI stakeholder consultationsin Armenia and Turkmenistan.

99. Access to information. Promotion of membership in international refrigeration organisations
to provide access to up-to-date technical and policy information — as a result International
Institute of Refrigeration participated repeatedly in the ECA network meetings and offered a
staged membership fee at a reduced rate for new members.

In
the margins of the meeting, a planning meeting took place with China in order to finalise the concept note and agenda of the
China ECA Dialogue on border enforcement which has been rescheduled for 2009. The ECA network countries were kept
informed on the GC initiative during the ECA network meeting in Tirana, Albania, as well as the National Contact Points of RILO|
Eastern & Central Europe. The Green Customs Guide has been translated into Russian using GEF-funding for IS projects of
CEIT countries. The proposal of ECA enforcement network has been prepared in 2008 and was approved by ExCom 57. The
activity includes annual enforcement network meetings back-to-back with regional GC workshops in 2009 and the latter will be
co-funded by Green Customs, Czech Republic, GEF and MLF. These activities also respond to Decision XVII/18 below.

ROA: Green Customs Initiative Workshop for Ethiopia and Djibouti was organized jointly with UNEP Division of Environmental
Conventions and the US Embassy in Addis Ababa, with the active support of UNEP Liaison Office in Addis. The workshop was
held from 16 to 18 April 2008. Funding for this workshop came from non Multilateral Fund sources.

PARIS:
- The Green Customs Guide to Multilateral Environmental Agreements was completed and published. This guide was produced
by the Green Customs Initiative Secretariat through a collaborative effort of the Partners of the Initiative including CAP and the
Ozone Secretariat for the Montreal Protocol component. This guide provides information and guidance to Customs and other
border control officers to assist in their efforts to combat illegal and facilitate illegal trade. See www.greencustoms.org

- CAP staffparticipated in the Green Custom Workshop for South America subregion in February 2008 in Caracas, Venezuela.
Central America subregional workshop carried out in Honduras, organized jointly with Central American Commission for
Environment and Development Cooperation.

ROAP:

» CAP facilitated Border Dialogues between Nepal, Bhutan, Bangladesh, India and Sri Lanka on ODS trade control in October
2008. This was proposed to be followed up with bilateral dialogues on specific border trade issues between India and Nepal an
India and Bangladesh in early 2009. Border trade issues on ODS trade is included in Director General level consultations
periodically held between India and Nepal. The border dialogues serve as an important platform to promote cross border
cooperation in tackling illicit trade in environmentally sensitive commodities. CAP also encouraged the use of the Border Liaison|
Office (BLO) Mechanism developed by the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime in the GMS to foster cooperation to curb
illicit trade. CAP conducted desk studies (UNCOMTRADE/Article 7 data) on ODS and HCFCs trade between the participating
countries and other countries in the region to show the disparities in reported data and the irregularities of the trade. This
analysis was used for consultations with the countries during various meetings.

* CAP developed a project concept called PATROL (Partnership Against Transnational-crime through Regional
Organized Law-enforcement in cooperation with UNODC (lead agency), TRAFFIC and Freeland Foundation to
expand cross-border cooperation in the fight against Transnational Organised Crimes (TOC). The Programme will
specifically target drugs and precursor chemicals, human trafficking, migrant smuggling, Ozone Depleting
Substances (ODS), wildlife and timber, and dumping of hazardous waste. The Programme aims to strengthen
cross-border cooperation through the Border Liaison Office (BLO) mechanism. It will increase the capacity of
government law enforcement and prosecution, and relevant institutions and civil society to prevent, investigate
and prosecute cases of cross-border crime. Successful implementation will ensure that such TOC are addressed
with a inter-agency and transnational organized response. Countries would also be able to meet their
commitments under UN Conventions and related protocols, Multilateral Environmental Agreements, and the
Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora (CITES) through
implementation of this program.

Regional Enforcement Network

Enforcement Network for Asia and the Pacific

ROAP: The 2nd MEA-Regional Enforcement Network Workshop was held in Bangkok, 24-26 September 2008. Participants
were informed about the latest trends of illegal trade in harmful chemicals and hazardous waste in Asia/Pacific, Central Asia an
Europe. They also shared experiences on successful enforcement and discussed how to stimulate cooperation within the regior]
and with other regions such as Europe and Central Asia. Bottlenecks were discussed and potential solutions to the problems
were identified. The progress of the development of enforcement tools was discussed as well as the focus of a future desk-stud
comparing reported import and export data between two countries of chemicals and wastes under the Montreal Protocol, and th
Basel, Rotterdam and Stockholm Conventions. It was agreed to strengthen iPIC in the region and expand its scope beyond Asig
& the Pacific region. Countries also recognised the importance of including HCFCs fully into the iPIC system in preparation of th|
strengthened control measures adopted by the Parties to the Montreal Protocol.

Intelligence-led enforcement support for Armenia, Kyrgyzstan and
Turkmenistan

ECA: The proposal "Intelligence-led enforcement support for selected ECA network countries" was submitted in 2008 but not
approved by ExCom. The proposal of ECA enforcement network has been prepared in 2008 and was approved by ExCom 57.
The activity includes annual enforcement network meetings back-to-back with regional GC workshops in 2009 and the latter will
be co-funded by the Green Customs Initiative, Czech Republic, GEF and MLF.

Integrated enforcement training under the Montreal Protocol through
Green Customs Initiative

PARIS: - In 2008 there were two Green Customs Initiative workshops; these were held in Caracas, Venezuela — a regional
workshop involving 10 Latin America and the Caribbean countries. The other workshop was held in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia for
customs officers of Ethiopia and Djibouti. In addition to these workshops the Green Customs Initiative was presented at: the 4th
Rotterdam Convention COP Rome, Italy; the Interpol 6th International Conference on Environmental Crime Lyon, France; the
Cartagena Protocol on Biodiversity (COP-MOP-4); a customs training course on the principles for Customs and Environmental
Cooperation organisd by the U.S. E.P.A. for Central American countries; the World Customs Organisation Enforcement
Committee; the WCO Regional Intelligence Liaison Office (RILO) Contact Points meetings for (a) Eastern and Central Europe,
and (b) Western Europe; and a number of other enforcement /illegal trade workshops and meetings. The 4th Green Customs
Initiative Partners meeting was held in January 2008 in Paris. In all of the above, the Green Customs Secretariat conveyed
messages/information about combatting illegal ODS trade under the Montreal Protocol.
